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Report of SCP discussions and decisions
1 SCP activity

Since the last CT6 meeting, there were 2 REQ, 2 Plenary, 1 TEC and 2 TEST meetings.  The latest status report of the working groups are available in SCP(11)0259 for TEST, SCP(11)0217 for TEC and SCP(11)0269 for REQ.  The report of SCP #51 is available on the ETSI portal as SCP(11)0274.
The main topics ongoing are:

· Meeting organisation:  Klaus Vedder (G&D) is Chairman of SCP.  Vice chairman Election were organized at SCP #51 and as a result Heiko Kruse (Morpho) and Tim Evans (Illuminismo) were elected.

· Fourth Form Factor:  Apple (supported by almost all Operators represented in SCP) made contributions to introduce a new card form factor, arguing that Plugin format has an important impact on the handset design.  A WID was agreed on this topic in document SCP(11)0254r1. The requirement has been refined at REQ and final objected by one company at both REQ and Plenary level.  SCP Chairman mentioned that there will be a vote at the next meeting on that topic and instructed SCP TEC to begin the work at their next meeting.
· eUICC:  The work was further elaborated but there are still discussions on principles.  Several use cases were agreed and introduced in the draft requirement specification.  There are still disagreements on some principles and it could not be possible to forward a document at the last SCP Plenary, some members think that it will be same situation at the next meeting.
· Contactless:
· Discussion of a requirement for P2P used for Bluetooth pairing was discussed at the two last REQ plenaries.  Some more work is needed on this topic.
· Java Card APIs

· A set of CRs accepted to correct references to packages version, this is a one shot change, no change like that are to happen later on old releases

· TS 102 241 is now inline with all features introduced during Rel-10 in TS 102 223 (CAT)

· STF on Secure Channel testing:

· Deadline for STF candidature: 31st August 2011
· Target date for the start of work: 1st October 2011 at the latest 
· Expected duration: Deliverable for approval is SCP#54 (25-27 January 2012)
· USB:  There was a discussion on Resume and Remote Wake-up in relation with CT6 request, however no compromise could be reached as SCP TEC does not have problem with the specification as it stands and was just trying to please CT6 with an acceptable solution.  The topic is closed at SCP level.
· Confidential Applications:  There was a Liaison from GlobalPlatform, providing information about their technical solution that fits with interested companies expectations.  Their solution is ECC based.  SCP TEC will make reference to their solution in the SCP documents.
· Secure channel feature for toolkit traffic:  On this topic, two approaches are “fighting”, one being based on Extension of CAT commands, the other one on the introduction of a new mechanism.  One company argues that the two solutions are not incompatible each fulfilling best part of the requirements.  The discussion was postponed at the last TEC meeting, inputs will be elaborated for the next meeting and a day allocated for discussing this point.
