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Introduction
In incoming LS C6-140240 (S2-140847), SA2 has requested CT6 to investigate the mechanism for the ME to identify whether the selected USIM permits the Prose enabled Public Safety UE to use the ME provisioning parameters.

The problem applies to a terminal with a Rel.99 or later USIM which does not have any specific ProSe configuration. If the USIM had a ProSe configuration, that would take precedence and it would indicate if ProSe can be used at all, in addition to other parameters.

The problem can be summarized in this way: given a USIM without any specific ProSe configuration, the ME shall have a configuration that enables or disables the usage of ProSe with the selected USIM.
Possible approaches
Two different proposals are described below:

1) IMSI: the content of the IMSI can be used to identify if the USIM belongs to a certain authorized group, thus allowing the usage of ProSe only with UICC cards issued by a specific list of operators that is pre-configured in the terminal.

2) IMSI + GID1/GID2: the usage of Group Identifier EFs in addition to IMSI can give operator a more flexible way to enable ProSe only for some specific groups. As per TS 31.102 clause 4.2.10:

This EF contains identifiers for particular USIM‑ME associations. It can be used to identify a group of USIMs for a particular application.
The second proposal, based on IMSI and values of GID1 and GID2 EFs in the USIM application seems the most appropriate one and is very similar to personalization of the terminal, as described in TS 22.022.

Proposal
A ProSe-enabled Public Safety terminal might have a configuration that indicates which USIMs are valid for ProSe Direct Discovery and ProSe Direct Communication, in one or more of these forms:

· Network (MCC and MNC)

· Network Subset (MCC, MNC and first 2 other digits of the IMSI)

· Service Provider (MCC, MNC and GID1)

· Corporate (MCC, MNC, GID1 and GID2)

· IMSI (full IMSI vaue)

If the configuration is missing on the terminal, ProSe Direct Discovery and ProSe Direct Communication cannot be used with any USIM application, unless it has an explicit ProSe configuration in it. This reflects the request in NOTE 2 of the incoming LS from SA2 (from TS 23.303).
If two or more configurations are present, the terminal can use ProSe Direct Discovery and ProSe Direct Communication if at least one of the configurations matches the content of the selected USIM. This behavior is different from what described in TS 22.022 for personalization, as there is no point in having a requirement to pass each configuration independently, since this configuration cannot be changed by the user (there are no control keys). 
If the USIM has a ProSe configuration, the configuration on the terminal is not applied and terminal can use ProSe Direct Discovery and ProSe Direct Communication depending on the values of the ProSe configuration in the selected USIM.

Request:

3GPP CT6 needs to discuss the proposal in order to agree on a response to send to SA2.

CT6 also needs to discuss which would be the most appropriate place to document it and inform other groups about it.
