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1. Overall Description
ETSI SCP TEC would like to inform 3GPP CT6 that it has agreed the document SCPTEC(14)000214r5 to address the issue raised by 3GPP CT6 in the past (C6-130181/ SCPTEC(13)000061) to resolve the case where the interface between UICC and terminal remains blocked for long periods of time.

Given the existing use cases already available in the field and their security requirements, ETSI SCP TEC has agreed that:

· the initial goal of 6 seconds cannot be reached with existing technology;
· a delay of 20 seconds is the lowest value that can be guaranteed for Rel-12 and onwards by a UICC card supplied with the requested amount of current;

· an increase of maximum current was deemed necessary to reach the goal;

· the previous proposal of segmentation of application layer (described in SCPTEC(13)000091r1 already shared with 3GPP CT6) could not address all cases and so was not elaborated further.
The document SCPTEC(14)000214r5 will be presented for approval to ETSI SCP#66, which will be on December 4th and 5th.
ETSI SCP TEC looks forward to a continued fruitful cooperation with 3GPP TSG CT6.
