This CR contains a clarification on the usage of Call control result TLV for Poll Interval, which is a feature requested and used by 3GPP CT6.

Clause 8.97 title and content is updated to indicate its dual usage for both Call control result and Poll interval result.


3GPP CT6 should integrate this CR into its Rel.12 specification, to have clarification introduced by ESTI SCP.

SCP(15)000043r1 (Rel.13)
This CR is a minor editorial change to make the text in TS 102 223 more generic in the way they reference 3GPP specification and is approved only starting from Rel.13.

3GPP CT6 can incorporate this change when a Rel.13 version of TS 31.111 is created, but at this time there seems to be no urgency to incorporate it.

Changes for this CR are already present in the revision 12.2.0 referenced by 3GPP, so no further action item is required.
SCP(15)000116 (Rel.13)
This CR fixes Annex S with some commands that were not correctly added, including some required by 3GPP ("EVENT DOWNLOAD - Poll Interval").

The CR was marked as Rel.12 in the table above (from C6-150225), but it is actually a Rel.13 CR. CT6 needs to decide if this requires creation of a Rel.13 version of its specification.
SCP(15)000117 and SCP(15)000118 (Rel.12 and Rel.13)
This CR fixes issues with the usage of "default URL unavailable", which is a feature that 3GPP CT6 requested to implement.

CT6 should incorporate the corrections introduced by ETSI SCP.
SCP(15)000119r1 (Rel.13)
This CR introduces a new functionality in toolkit to retrieve the list of Radio Access Technologies supported by the terminal.

	Add a new type of local information to the PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION command that allows the UICC to acquire Radio Access Technologies supported by the terminal.


The change was done under the "eUICC" Work Item and it is not required by 3GPP CT6.

SCP(15)000120 (Rel.13)
This CR fixes the way the Access Technology TLV is coded in case of multiple Access Technologies.

The CR was marked as Rel.12 in the table above (from C6-150225), but it is actually a Rel.13 CR. 3GPP CT6 can incorporate this change when a Rel.13 version of TS 31.111 is created, but at this time there seems to be no urgency to incorporate it.

Conclusions:

Based on the descriptions above, CT6 needs to discuss:

· If it is acceptable to update the references in Rel.12 to ETSI 102 223 to revision 12.3.0.

· If there is a need to create a new Rel.13 version

It shall be noted that at this time 102 223 revision 12.3.0 is not yet available, so CT6 could only agree the CR conditionally to the publication of the revision 12.3.0 before the next CT Plenary.
