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1. Overall Description:

During this meeting, 3GPP CT6 discussed one case related to SEARCH RECORD command.
According to TS 102 221 (clause 11.1.7), the output of a SEARCH RECORD command (with a valid record number) will be empty if no matches were found.

However, the status word is not specified for this case. Some implementations may return a success status word '9000', and others may return an error status word '6A83' – record not found. There are some related test cases on this scenario in 3GPP TS 31.122 (clause 6.8.1.7). If the status condition returned by the UICC is not defined, the test result will be unclear.
For these reasons, 3GPP CT6 would like to request ETSI SCP TEC to make appropriate clarification in their specification to clarify which status word will be returned.

CT6 is looking forward to a fruitful collaboration.
