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Abstract:
Clarification on the user identity used in the REGISTER message by the device in relation to the entries provided in EFIMPU is required.
Description:
 Clause 5.1.1.1A from 3GPP TS 24.229 indicates:
The first public user identity in the list stored in the ISIM is used in emergency registration requests. 
......
The temporary public user identity is only used in REGISTER requests, i.e. Initial registration, re-registration, UE-initiated deregistration.

where in clause 5.1.1.4.1:
………….
The UE shall extract or derive a public user identity, the private user identity, and the domain name to be used in the Request-URI in the registration, according to the procedures described in subclause 5.1.1.1A or subclause 5.1.1.1B. 
…..
Additionally 3GPP TS 23.003, clause 13.4, specify the following: 
…………
the canonical form of a SIP URI for a Public User Identity shall take the form "sip:username@domain" as specified in IETF RFC 3261 [26], section 10.3."

and EFDOMAIN entry is “test.3gpp.com” as specified in clause 27.22.2C.3.4, when the device is performing an IMS registration: 
· It shall use  “sip:001010123456789@ims.mnc246.mcc081.3gppnetwork.org“ for emergency registration 
· It can use the 2nd or the 3rd record as a public user identity for initial registration.

NOTE 3:	Public user identity shall be the same for ‘From’ and ‘To’.
NOTE 4:	According to TS 24.229 clause 5.1.1.1A and 5.1.6.2 [10] when the UE is using ISIM the emergency public user identity is the first public user identity in the list stored in the ISIM; when there is no ISIM it is the default public user id if the UE non-emergency registered with the IM CN and the temporary user id (derived from IMSI) in all other cases.

3GPP TS 23.003, clause 13.4B, specify the following: 
For 3GPP systems, if there is no ISIM application to host the Public User Identity, a Temporary Public User Identity shall be derived, based on the IMSI.
