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	Reason for change:
	In the recent months, GSM Association has published various versions of specifications for embedded UICC cards:

· SGP.01 and SGP.02 for M2M devices

· SGP.21 and SGP.22 for consumer devices

According to those documents, the eUICC can be either removale or non-removable and the eUICC can contain applications specified by 3GPP:

SGP.01, clause 2.4:

· EUICC2: In general, the eUICC is non-removable.

· EUICC5: The behaviour of a (U)SIM or ISIM within a Profile on an eUICC is expected to be identical to a present (U)SIM or ISIM. No changes to existing 3GPP (U)SIM and ISIM specifications are expected.

SGP.21, clause 4.2:

· EUICC3: The eUICC SHALL be either removable or non-removable
· EUICC7: The behaviour of a NAA USIM or ISIM within a Profile on an eUICC SHALL be identical to a removable UICC NAAs USIM or ISIM.
Anyway, existing 3GPP specifications mandate that UICC is removable. This would lead to a situation where devices implementing the specifications defined by GSM Association would not be compliant with 3GPP specifications.

It is also noted that non-removable form factors of UICC cards (even if not eUICC, as per definition of GSM Association) are better suited for specific MTC devices, due to better resistance to specific conditions (ie, heat, vibrations, …) and they are currently being used in several commercial deployments.
Finally, the usage of a removable form factor makes complex and less attractive for consumer the creation of other products (for example, wearables), due to mechanical complexities.

	Consequences if not approved:
	Terminals conformant with 3GPP specifications are unable to support specifications defined by GSM Association, or take advantage of non-removable form factors defined by ETSI SCP.

General requirements

The USIM on a UICC shall contain an identity which unambiguously identifies a subscriber. The UICC may be a removable hardware module or may be embedded as a non-removable separate hardware module in the ME.
For access to 3G services, a UICC containing a valid USIM shall be present at all times, other than for emergency calls.

The specifications shall support the security requirements as defined in 3GPP TS 33.102 [7].

The USIM shall provide storage for subscription and subscriber related information.

The UICC/USIM may also contain applications which use the features defined in the USIM Application Toolkit specification 3GPP TS 31.111 [6].
