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1. Overall Description:

RAN5 thanks CT6 for their LS on UE Service Capabilities defined for NASCONFIG in TS 34.123-2.
The applicability of test case 12.2.2.3A (Support of the extended NMO I system information) in TS 34.123-1 is conditional to UE support via the definition of pc_NMO_I_Behaviour in TS 34.123-2. This is based on RAN5’s understanding of TS 24.008 section 4.1.1.4.2 “Control of Network Mode of Operation I”:

The behaviour of the MS with respect to NMO I is determined by the combination of PS domain specific system information IE as defined in subclause 10.5.1.12.3 and the setting of the parameter "NMO_I_Behaviour" in the NAS configuration Management Object as specified in 3GPP TS 24.368 [135] or in USIM file NASCONFIG as specified in 3GPP TS 31.102 [112]:

-     if the parameter "NMO_I_Behaviour" in the NAS configuration Management Object is set to the value of "1", the bit 2 "NMO I" of system information as described in figure 10.5.1.12.3/table 10.5.1.12.3 is applied; or

-     if the parameter "NMO_I_Behaviour" in the NAS configuration Management Object is set to the value of zero or is not provisioned, the bit 1 "NMO" of system information as described in figure 10.5.1.12.3/table 10.5.1.12.3 is applied.

The second bullet in the text quoted above indicates that the "NMO_I_Behaviour” flag does not have to be provisioned, so this feature is optional and is not used unless the UE is explicitly configured to do. The feature was introduced as part of the NIMTC (Network Improvements for Machine-Type Communications) Work Item approved at TSG RAN #57 (Sept 2012) in RP-121128. Based on RAN5’s understanding of actual deployments, the expectation is that this feature would be used for MTC type of devices and only in certain networks, thus there is no reason to make testing of this feature mandatory for all devices.
Consequently, it is RAN5’s view that it is correct to align the applicability of the CT6 test case on NMO I behaviour with the corresponding test case defined by RAN5 when the configuration in EFNASCONFIG is available on the USIM.

RAN5 would need further analysis to comment on the applicability of test cases related to other configuration parameters stored in EFNASCONFIG on a case-by-case basis.
