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1. Executive summary

CT1 has been busy and had 3 meetings since CT #29. In addition to the regular CT1 #40, an ad-hoc together with SA1 to review the TR on network selection requirements and CT1 #39-bis on the Rel-7 WIs FBI, VCC and CSI were held in Cannes. During CT1 #40, we had also one day joint session with TISPAN WG3 to secure that CT1 could complete the stage 1 of the fixed broadband requirements.

CT1 has been restrictive with respect to agreeing Rel-5 and Rel-6 CRs, but has still a number of CRs for approval on these releases. For the WI IMS2 it can also be noted that CT1 has a package of category B CRs due to late requirements on charging from SA5. There are 95 CRs in total for approval on the releases 99, 5, 6 and 7. 

The CT1 meeting reports from CT1 #39-bis and C1 #40 are provided for information to this meeting by the CT1 MCC expert Andrijana Jurisic in CP-050525 and CP-050526.

Information to be noted

1.1 Meeting schedule for 2006

CT1 foresee that 2006 will be a busy year. The number of WIs for Rel-7 are increasing, and an additional 3-day meeting on Rel-7 is planned in Budapest. The date and location is chosen to be able to have discussions with SA2 as they are located at the same spot. It will also be held a 2-day joint meeting with SA1, RAN and GERAN to do follow-up on the TR on new requirements for network selection.

With the exception of this, CT1 does not have any additional meetings planned, and will follow the joint CT WG meeting calendar.

Also during the last CT1 meeting we had two parallel sessions during one day; with IMS and cellular protocols being the main denominators for the two tracks. Despite this arrangement, we had full meeting days for the whole week.

1.2 Liaison statements for information

None of the liaison statements from CT1 #39-bis or CT1 #40 are addressed to CT plenary, so the LSs in CP-050527 are provided for information. 

1.3 3GPP work plan status

CT1 tasks on the 3GPP work plan version dated on the 7th of October 2005 were reviewed during the meeting. Only the Rel-7 version was reviewed. The CT1 comments were collected to a revised version of the work plan that was passed to MCC to be taken into account in the next versions of the work plan.

IETF dependencies across the whole CT are as always listed in a separate document that is maintained by the CT chairman. 

New Specifications

1.4 Specifications for information

CT1 presents the TR 24.879 version 1.0.0 on combinational services in CP-050533 for information to the plenary. The TR is estimated to be almost 80% complete.

1.5 Specifications for approval

CT1 presents the TR 24.819 version 2.0.0 on fixed broadband access for approval to the plenary in CP-050532.

Issues for action / decision by CT plenary

1.6 Liaison statements to TSG CT plenary

None of the outgoing LSs are addressed to CT plenary, so the LSs in CP-050527 are for information for the plenary.

1.7 Critical CRs

The CR pack in CP-050543 on handling of IOI due to late requirements from SA5 was agreed. The CRs for the TYPE 1 and the Type 3 IOI exchange does not have Rel-7 mirror CRs due to time constrains in CT1 #40. These mirror CRs were promised provided directly to the plenary by Orange as company contributions. 
CT1 has agreed a CR to corrections for the Service Request of type ‘DATA’. This is a 3-step approach where the agreed functionality is in separate CR-packs for Rel-5, Rel-6 and Rel-7 respectively. The agreed Rel-5 CR is in CP-050537, the Rel-6 CR is in CP-050546 and the Rel-7 CR is in CP-050553. 

The CR in CP-050554 performs shifting of all content from the TR 24.819 to 24.229 (content including the agreed corrections at CT1 #40).

The CRs in CP-050547 contain changes to 29.018 to introduce load re-distribution on the Gs interface. This CR depends on the approval of the corresponding SA2 stage 2 CR in S2-052977 (CR #0029v2 to 23.236) in SA plenary.

The CR in CP-050551 is a CR to 24.109 on 2G GBA Bootstrapping procedure for subscriber certificates. This CR depends on the approval of the corresponding SA3 stage 2 CR in S3-050669 (CR #0069 to 33.220) in SA plenary, also under the same work item. The CT1 CR also depends on CT4 CR 29.109 in C4-051568 (CR #0022 to 29.109).

Documents for approval

1.8 R98 and older work items

There are no GSM phase 2+ CRs for approval this time.

1.9 R99 work items

There is one change to 24.008 for approval in CP-050535 on WI DTM, EDGE for description of 8-PSK capability on the uplink in MS in classmark 3.

1.10 Release 4 work items

There are no Rel-4 CRs for approval this time.

Release 5 work items

1.10.1 High Speed Circuit Switched Data (HSDPA)

CT1 has agreed a CR to 24.008 for the Negotiated QoS Length in SECONDARY PDP CONTEXT ACCEPT in CP-050534. This CR corrects a previously incorrectly implemented CR. The CR was correctly implemented in Rel-6 and Rel-7, thus no mirror CRs are needed.

1.10.2 Provisioning of IP-based multimedia services (IMS-CCR)

CT1 has agreed a number of essential corrections to 24.229. The CRs in CP-050538 are related with charging and some corrections to the normative text describing originating and terminating session setups. The same CR pack contains also a clarification to the scope of 24.228 to minimise future CRs on this specification.

1.10.3 TEI-5

CT1 has in a joint session with CT4 agreed corrections to 23.009 on handover/relocation interactions with other RANAP procedures. CT1 has also agreed CRs to 24.008 for corrections to the codepoint for User-User Information IE and the Emergency Number List IE. All these CRS are provided for approval in CP-050536.

CT1 has also agreed a CR to corrections for the Service Request of type ‘DATA’. This Rel-5 correction does not have any mirror CR, as this is a 3-step approach where the agreed functionality is in separate CR-packs for Rel-5, Rel-6 and Rel-7 respectively. CT1 asks for approval of the agreed Rel-5 CR is in CP-050537 (Rel-6 CR is in CP-050546 and Rel-7 CR is in CP-050553). 

Release 6 work items

1.10.4 Subscriber Certificates (SEC1-SC)

The CRs in CP-050539 correct previously incorrect references.

1.10.5 MBMS

The MBMS CRs in CP-050540 correct that MBMS INACTIVE state does not exist.

1.10.6 WLAN interworking stage 3 (WLAN)

The CRs CP-050541 contains two changes to 24.234, to remove the RFC 2486 reference and to correct the terminology UE versus WLAN UE, and one change to 24.229 to clarify the definition of Security Association.

1.10.7 IMS Phase 2

IMS2 CRs have been split in three CR packs.

The majority of the CRs for this WI are in CP-050542. This CR pack contains CRs to 24.229 containing miscellaneous corrections to originating and terminating session setup, the P-Access-Network-Info header, charging terminology, B2B UA handling and short session setup. 

The second CR pack is in CP-050543 on handling of IOI due to late requirements from SA5. This CR pack contains CRs to 24.229 to clarify the principles for the IOI exchange and storage, and detailed description of the Type 1 IOI exchange between the P-CSCF and the S-CSCG and the Type 3 IOI exchange between the S-CSCF and the AS. It must be noted that the CRs for the TYPE 1 and the Type 3 IOI exchange does not have Rel-7 mirror CRs due to time constrains in CT1 #40. These mirror CRs were promised provided directly to the plenary by Orange as company contributions and can be found in CP-050635 and CP-050636.

The 3rd CR pack on this WI is in CP-050544 contain changes to 24.167 on introduction of the AppID given by OMA for the 3GPP IMS MO and to 24.247 on miscellaneous corrections to the flows on messaging and alignment with the latest internet draft on MSRP.

1.10.8 TEI-6

CP-050545 contains TEI-6 CRs for 24.008 on correction of Mobile Identity used in PAGING RESPONSE and on reference correction on 23.040.

CT1 has also agreed CR to corrections for the Service Request of type ‘DATA’. This Rel-6 correction does not have any mirror CR, as this is the 2nd step in a 3-step approach where the agreed functionality is in separate CR-packs for Rel-5, Rel-6 and Rel-7 respectively. CT1 asks for approval of the agreed Rel-6 CR is in CP-050546 (Rel-5 CR is in CP-050537 and Rel-7 CR is in CP-050553).

1.10.9 IUFLEX

The CRs in CP-050547 contain changes to 29.018 to introduce load re-distribution on the Gs interface. This CR depends on the approval of the corresponding SA2 stage 2 CR in S2-052977 (CR #0029v2 to 23.236) in SA plenary, also under the same work item, so CT1 asks for conditional approval of their CR. It can be noted that due to an editorial mistake (wrong specification name in the Reference clause), the CRs agreed in CT1 have been revised and are presented as company contributions in CP-050556 and CP-050557.
Release 7 work items

1.10.10 Enhancements of VGCS in public networks for communication of public authority officials

Document CP-050549 contains EVGCS related CRs. These are VGCS A-interface link sharing, use of AMR codec, Priority Uplink Request validation mechanism, point to point short message during an ongoing voice group and some editorials.

CT1 has also agreed a revised version of the EVGCS WID. The agreed WID in CP-050528 is provided to the CT plenary for approval.

1.10.11 System enhancements for fixed broadband access to IMS

CT1 presents the TR 24.819 version 2.0.0 on fixed broadband access for approval to the plenary in CP-050532. The TR is not intended progressed anymore, as a CR in CP-050554 was agreed that performs shifting of all content from the TR 24.819 to 24.229 (content including the agreed corrections at CT1 #40). It can be noted that this CR has an alternative proposal in company contribution CP-050555. This proposal puts the changes in consecutive order to make the CR easier to read and understand, corrects some incorrect references and sort out some collisions.

CT1 has also 2 CR to 24.229 for approval in document CP-050548. These CRs correct terminology and introduce the IBCF (Interconnection Border Control Function) according to stage 2.

1.10.12 IMS stage 3 protocol alignment

The CRs against this work item are in document CP-050550 and they contain various clarifications. The clarifications are on P-CSCF discovery, handling of default public user identity, authentication, handling of P-Preferred-Identity and registration / deregistration.

1.10.13 Stage 3 Specification of Combining CS and IMS services & Capability Detection and Exchange mechanism

There are no CRs for approval yet, but the work is ongoing and CT1 is collecting the agreed material intended for the technical specifications to the CSI TR. CT1 presents the TR 24.879 version 1.0.0 on combinational services for information to the plenary in CP-050533. The TR is estimated to be almost 80% complete.

CT1 has also agreed a revised version of the CSI WID. CT1 now proposes to create a new TS on combinational services. The TS will have content and structure that is similar to the TR so simplify shifting of the contents to the TS when the TR is sufficiently stable. The agreed WID in CP-050531 is provided to the CT plenary for approval.
1.10.14 2GGBA

The CR in CP-050551 is a CR to 24.109 on 2G GBA Bootstrapping procedure for subscriber certificates. This CR depends on the approval of the corresponding SA3 stage 2 CR in S3-050669 (CR #0069 to 33.220) in SA plenary, also under the same work item. The CT1 CR also depends on CT4 CR 29.109 in C4-051568 (CR #0022 to 29.109) so CT1 asks for conditional approval of their CR.

1.10.15 TEI-7

CT1 has agreed a CR to corrections for the Service Request of type ‘DATA’, in Rel-7 called rationalised guard timer for Service Request of type ‘DATA’. This Rel-7 correction is the final step in the 3-step approach where the agreed functionality is in separate CR-packs for Rel-5, Rel-6 and Rel-7 respectively. CT1 asks for approval of the agreed Rel-7 CR is in CP-050553 (Rel-5 CR is in CP-050537 and Rel-6 CR is in CP-050546).

1.10.16 IMS support of Conferencing and Messaging Group Management (IMSconf)

This work was discussed in CT #29, and as SA1 has now confirmed that the requirements still applies, the WID is provided for approval in CP-050530. The main goal of the WI is to continue in Rel-7 those parts of the IMS work that were included in the Rel-6 stage 1 requirements but could not be completed by the Rel-6 timeframe at stage 3 level.

After CT1 had agreed the WID, CT1 further discussed and agreed a CR to 24.147 to introduce support for floor control. This CR is presented for approval in CP-050552 conditional to the plenarys approval of the WI as such.

1.10.17 Emergency Call Enhancements for IP & PS based Calls

This is a CT-wide (CT1, CT3 and CT4) stage 3 work item with objective to study the functionalities required on the protocol level to meet the requirements as defined in TS 22.101, 23.060, 23.167 and other relevant specifications for emergency call handing in the IM CN Subsystem and in the PS domain. The WID is endorsed by CT3 and CT4 and is provided for approval in CP-050529.

1.10.18 MRFC - MRFP (Mp) Interface
The WID on MRFC-MRFP interface (Mp) is a CT-wide WID that was approved in CT#29 without CT1 endorsement. CT1 has discussed this WID at CT1 #40 and it was questioned whether the Mp interface can be specified without also specifying the Mr interface. The discussion on this ended up in sending an LS from CT4 to ask SA2 for some guideance on this topic. CT1 was not able to endorse this WID until the answer from SA2 is available.
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
