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1. Executive summary

CT1 has been busy and has had 3 meetings since CT #30. In addition to the regular CT1 #41, CT1 #40-bis on Rel-7 WIs was held in Budapest and an ad-hoc to review the TR on network selection requirements was held in Amsterdam. During CT1 #41, one of the busiest meetings ever, the group was also invited to a session to get familiar with CableLabs requirements, had a session where CT1 delegates were invited to provide input to the SA1 TR “Study of videotelephony as a tele-service” and had an informal joint session with RAN5 to get a better understanding of the ongoing work on IMS conformance testing.
In spite of the restrictive approach the group has to Rel-5 and Rel-6 CRs, it can be noticed that a significant number of CRs are still needed to correct errors. For the WI IMS2 it can also be noted that CT1 has again the package of category B CRs due to late requirements on charging from SA5 that were not agreed in CT #30 but was deferred back to the WG. For the WI CSICS, CT1 has completed most of the work, and the TR as well as the TS are now sent for approval. There are 131 CRs in total for approval on the releases 5, 6 and 7. 
It should be considered to start scheduling six regular WG meetings per year.
The CT1 meeting reports from CT1 #40-bis and CT1 #41 are provided for information to this meeting by the CT1 MCC expert Andrijana Jurisic in CP-060095 and CP-060096.

2. Information to be noted

2.1 Meeting schedule for 2006 and 2007
Due to a constant high work load, more meetings than the regular ‘one per plenary cycle’ has again been discussed. No concrete additional meeting is proposed, but at least one more meeting for 2006 seems needed. It should also be considered whether a regular schedule of six meetings per year is needed. This will make it easier to plan for all involved parties, and based on experience from the past, it seems that this would match reality better than the current schedule of four meetings per year.

2.3 3GPP work plan status

CT1 tasks on the 3GPP work plan were reviewed during CT1#41 in an evening session. The outcome of this review, a version of the WP dated 16th of February 2006 was reviewed during the CT1#41 meeting. Only the Rel-7 version was reviewed. The CT1 comments were collected to a revised version of the work plan that was passed to MCC to be taken into account in the next versions of the work plan.

IETF dependencies across the whole CT are as always listed in a separate document that is maintained by the CT chairman. 

3. New Specifications

3.1 Specifications for information

CT1 has no specification for information this time.
3.2 Specifications for approval

CT1 presents the TR 24.879 version 2.0.0 on combinational services in CP-060098 for approval to the plenary. The TR is estimated to be completed, and CT1 does not intend to update the TR any further.
CT1 presents the TS 24.279 version 2.0.0 on combinational services for approval to the plenary in CP-060099. The TS has not been provided for information, as the work has been carried out within the TR until all changes from CT1#41 were incorporated in the TR. The TS is about 90% completed, and outstanding issues are alignment with recent changes to stage 2 (to be approved at the upcoming SA #31). On one issue, CT1 is also waiting for guidance from SA2. None of the above issues are considered major.
4. Issues for action / decision by CT plenary
4.1 Liaison statements to TSG CT plenary

Of the liaison statements from CT1 #40-bis and CT1 #41, The LSs in CP-060041 and CP-060063 are CC’ed to the CT plenary. CP-060041 is regarding the mapping of files between SIM and USIM and CP-060063 is regarding the handling of cause #12 in VPLMN. 
4.2 Critical CRs

The CRs C1-060609 and C1-060610 in CP-060111 on handling of IOI due to late requirements from SA5 were agreed in CT1#41 after being deferred back to CT1 from CT#30. 
The CRs in CP-0600121 performs shifting of content not relevant to the new TS 24.279 from TR 24.879 to TS 24.008 and TS 24.229.
The CR C1-060545 in CP-060122 contains changes to TS 43.068 on modification of conditions for VGCS call establishment. This CR depends on the approval of the corresponding SA1 stage 1 CR (CR #0019 to TS 42.068) in SA plenary.

The CR C1-060616 in CP-060126 contains changes to TS 43.069 on modification of conditions for VBS call establishment. This CR depends on the approval of the corresponding SA1 stage 1 CR (CR #0006 to TS 42.069) in SA plenary.

The CR in CP-060127 is a CR to TS 24.008 on first higher priority PLMN scan in VPLMN. During CT1#41, it was questioned whether this CR could be implemented in previous releases, thus the cover page of the CR in C1-060433 may need updating.

5.4.1
Provisioning of IP-based multimedia services (IMS-CCR)

CT1 has agreed a number of essential corrections to TS 24.229 in two CR-packs. 
The CRs in CP-060106 are related with removal of the Warning header, correction of the syntax and operation of the Security-Client, Security-Server and Security-Verify headers and particular handling of the IMS-AKA.
The CRs in CP-060107 are related with DHCP for the P-CSCF, call forwarding, the processing of 305 responses and updating of references to internet drafts.

TEI-5
CT1 has in a joint session with CT4 agreed corrections to TS 23.009 on clarification of direct retry handover failure cases provided for approval in CP-060108.

5.5
Release 6 work items

5.5.1
Presence (PRESNC)

The CRs in CP-060109 corrects outdated references, replace the incorrect ‘SIP-profile’ with ‘UA-profile’ and perform miscellaneous corrections of the text.
5.5.2
IMS Phase 2 (IMS2)
IMS2 CRs have been split in two CR packs.

The CRs in CP-060110 contains CRs to TS 24.229 on the handling of preconditions and SDP, includes the Ma reference point and performs corrections to profile tables and the P-Asserted-Identity header. The CR-pack also contains a correction to TS 24.247 to align with the most recent version of internet drafts. 

The second CR pack is in CP-060111. This CR-pack contains the CRs to TS 24.229 on handling of IOI that were discussed and deferred from CT#30 back to the WG. This CR-pack also contains CRs to TS 24.229 to update IETF references as well as clarifications to the tel URI and the short session setup. The CR-pack further contains CRs to TS 24.147 to correct references and to correct the requirements for the conference mixer.

WLAN interworking stage 3 (WLAN)

The CRs in CP-060112 contains two changes to TS 24.234, to update references and to correct the counter used for additional tunnel establishment.

ACBOP
The CRs in CP-060114 contain changes to TS 29.018 on paging during PS domain specific access control and also a CR to TS 24.008 to correct the domain specific access control.

SCSAGB

The CRs in CP-060115 introduce a missing subclause in TS 24.008.

Subscriber Certificates (SEC1-SC)

The CRs in CP-060116 update the reference PSK TLS and corrects the extensions of the XML Schema.

IMSCOOP
The CRs in CP-060117 corrects the coding of the P-Access-Network-Info header for 3GPP2.

5.5.8
TEI-6

CP-060113 contains TEI-6 CRs for several TSs. One CR to TS 23.040 on correction of references, two CRs to TS 24.008 on support of repeated SACCH and two CRs to TS 43.068 on muting / un-muting procedure.
CT1 has also in a joint session with CT4 agreed a correction to TS 23.009 to align release 6 with release 5. This CR is provided in the same CR-pack.
5.6
Release 7 work items

5.6.1
System enhancements for fixed broadband access to IMS (FBI)
FBI CRs have been split in two CR packs.

CT1 has 11 CRs to TS 24.229 for approval in document CP-060118. These CRs are on correction of the profile tables, various corrections to the IBCF, addition of appropriate references, clarifications to the P-Access-Network-Info header and references to annexes on NAT. The CR-pack also includes a CR to TS 23.218 on change of terminology and a CR to TS 24.147 on shifting of material from the TR 24.819.
CT1 has a CR to TS 24.229 in CP-060119 on extensions to the P-Charging-Vector header due to the requirement to add CableLabs as an access technology.

5.6.2
Emergency Calls for PS and IP based calls (EMC1)
Document CP-060120 contains EMC1 related CRs. These four CRs to TS 24.229 are the first iteration of such requirements to the clauses for the affected entities; the UE, the P-CSCF, the S-CSCF and the E-CSCF.
5.6.3
CSICS
CT1 presents the TR 24.879 version 2.0.0 on combinational services for approval to the plenary in CP-060098. The TR is not intended progressed any further.
CT1#41 also agreed to perform shifting of all material to the existing skeleton of TS 24.279 and provide the TS 24.279 version 2.0.0 for approval in CP-060099. The TS is about 90% completed, and outstanding issues are alignment with recent changes to stage 2 (to be approved at the upcoming SA #31). On one issue, CT1 is also waiting for guidance from SA2. None of the above issues are considered major.
CP-060121 moves the agreed material from the TR to the appropriate subclauses in TS 24.008 and TS 24.229.  This means that all material in the TR is moved to appropriate specifications, and the TR is as already stated not intended progressed anymore.

CT1 also agreed a revised version of the CSI WID. The agreed WID in CP-060105 is provided to the CT plenary for approval.
5.6.4
EVGCS
Document CP-060122 contains EVGCS related CRs. These are on enhanced support for AMR, correction of the emergency indication, clarifications of prefix for an SMS to an active voice group call, addition to group call SM procedures, clarification of the no activity time, corrections and clarifications of VGCS and modification of conditions for VGCS call establishment. The latter CR C1-060545 depends on the approval of the corresponding SA1 stage 1 CR (CR #0019 to TS 42.068) in SA plenary.

5.6.5
IVGCS
Document CP-060123 contains one IVGCS related CR. The CR contains changes to TS 43.068 on data confidentiality for p-t-p SMS in an active voice group call.

5.6.6
IMS stage 3 protocol alignment (IMSProtoc)
The CRs on the WI IMSProtoc have been split in two CR packs.

The CRs in document CP-060124 contain various clarifications and corrections to TS 23.218 and TS 24.229. The clarifications to TS 23.218 are editorial corrections, while the CRs to TS 24.229 are on pre-loaded route header, call forwarding, editorials, registrations of multiple public user identities, clarification on session termination and support for RFC 4320 and RFC 4145.

The other CR-pack is in CP-060125 and is on transport of HSS address from the I-CSCF to the S-CSCF.
CT1 also agreed a revised version of the IMSProtoc WID due to introduction of a new TR to illustrate example call flows for the shortened session setup. The agreed updated WID in CP-060101 is provided to the CT plenary for approval.

5.6.7
DSRDTM
The CR in CP-060131 is a CR to TS 24.008 on inclusion of support for DTM handover for GERAN A/Gb mode.
5.6.8
TEI-7

The CRs on TEI-7 have been split in two CR packs.

CP-060126 contains TEI-7 CRs for several TSs. CRs to TS 23.038 and TS 23.041 on correction of references, two CRs to TS 23.122 on EPLMN list is not invalid on receipt of reject cause values and EPLMN in automatic network selection mode, two CRs on TS 24.008 on use of cause #12 and clarification on collision of PDP context activation, four CRs to TS 24.147 on inviting to a conference, joining a conference and some editorials, one CR to TS 27.005 on correction of an example, one CR to TS 27.007 on AT-command enhancements and two CRs on TS 43.069 on clarifications of voice broadcast call release and modifications on VBS call establishment. The CR to TS 43.069 on modification of conditions for VBS call establishment C1-060616 depends on the approval of the corresponding SA1 stage 1 CR (CR #0006 to TS 42.069) in SA plenary.

The CR in CP-060127 is a CR to TS 24.008 on first higher priority PLMN scan in VPLMN. During CT1#41, it was requested whether this CR could be implemented in previous releases.
5.6.9
Multimedia Telephony service for IMS
This is a CT-wide (CT1 and CT3) stage 3 work item with objective to define the minimum set of capabilities required to secure multi-vendor and multi-operator inter-operability for Multimedia Telephony and related Supplementary Services. The objective is to reuse and build on the existing IMS capabilities and the supplementary services in TISPAN to avoid duplication of the work. The WID is endorsed by CT3 and is provided for approval in CP-060103. The WID was also conditionally approved in CT#30 but failed the final approval due to lack of progress and agreement on the feature WID in SA#30. Since then, work has progressed well, and a revised feature WID will also be sent for approval to SA#31.
5.6.10
Interoperability between VGCS/VBS and A/Gb flexibility
This CT-wide WID on interoperability between VGCS/VBS and A/Gb flexibility is a new work item with the objective to specify stage 2 architecture and stage 3 protocol enhancements that are necessary for VGCS/VBS and A/Gb flexibility to be operated together in the same service area of a network. The WI covers CT1 and CT4. The WID has been agreed by CT1 and endorsed by CT4 and is provided for approval in CP-060102.
5.6.11
AS, MRFC media server control protocol definition
This is a new proposed WID to perform the stage 2 and stage 3 work on the media server control protocol to be used over the Mr/ISC interfaces. This work (the definition of a media server control protocol) would be done ideally in parallel to the CT4 work item on the Mp interface definition (where H.248 is the protocol used and packages are being defined for the required media commands/instructions and results/events). There was some concern on whether the work for stage 2 on this could be done within the responsibility of CT1, but finally the WID was agreed and is provided for approval in CP-060104. 
5.6.12
Support of Selective Disabling of UE Capabilities (SDoUE)
This is a new proposed WID to perform the stage 3 work on support of selective disabling of UE capabilities (SDoUE). The objective of this work item is definition of a new management object (MO). The new MO will provide the rules and corresponding behavior of the UE when particular capabilities have been disabled. The WID is provided for approval in CP-060100.
5.6.13 
MRFC - MRFP (Mp) Interface
The WID on MRFC-MRFP interface (Mp) is a CT-wide WID that was approved in CT#29 without CT1 endorsement. CT1 has not finalized the discussion on whether any work is needed or not, thus CT1 has not been able to endorse this WID yet.
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
