Executive summary

CT1 has had one meeting since CT #33. CT1#43 was a regular CT1 meeting where the group had parallel sessions for 1,5 days. The usage of parallel sessions was successful and the group treated 560 documents in total without having unacceptable long evenings.
The group has since CT#33 treated a limited number of Rel-5 and Rel-6 documents and used most of the time for good progress of the Rel-7 WIs. CT1 currently has one Editor’s note left (in rel-5 and rel-6) for CT1#45 in February on a charging issue, thus the goal to remove the editor’s notes from the specifications under CT1 ownership is now regarded as completed. CT1#43 agreed 106 CRs in total for approval on the releases 6 and 7. The group has made significant progress to many Rel-7 WIs and 3 specifications are provided for approval to CT#34 specifications while 1 specification is provided for information. In addition, there are two updated WIDs and three new WIDs for approval. Two of these WIDs are on Rel-8.
The CT1 meeting report from CT1 #44 is provided for information to this meeting by the CT1 MCC expert Andrijana Brekalo in CP-060644.

The CR-pack contains CRs to TS 43.068 on corrections to SMS procedures during ongoing voice group call, clarifications to the case when a group ID with 8 digits is used, emergency set/reset alert to dispatchers and optimized channel allocation of the calling subscriber.
CT1 agreed a revised version of the WID for EVGCS. The reason for the update is to remove functionality from the work item description that will not be developed within Rel-7 (Support of encrypted speech (E2E ciphering) in voice group calls). The updated WID in CP-060646 is provided to the CT plenary for approval.

The CR pack in CP-060665 contains four VGCSflex related CRs; two towards TS 43.068 and two towards TS 43.069. The CRs to TS 43.068 are on condition for the inclusion of parameters in the GCR interrogation message and Addition of Teleservice Code to SendGroupCallInfo and the CRs to TS 43.069 are on condition for the inclusion of parameters in the GCR interrogation message and addition of Teleservice Code to SendGroupCallInfo.

CP-060662 contains 18 CRs with various clarifications and corrections to TS 24.229. The CRs are on clarification of the URI in UE-terminating requests at the P-CSCF, treatment by S-CSCF of profile changes for registered PUIs, miscellaneous editorial corrections, clarification of UEs initial SDP offer, corrections to Profile table for RFC 4320 compliance, introduction of P-Profile Key in TS 24.229, alias URI, Tel URI translation, no-forking at AS, I-CSCF procedure, clarification of iFC execution for UE-terminated requests at S-CSCF, SIP response code to unknown method, local numbering, Core Network Service Authorization, BGCF procedures, AS acting as PSI, P-Visited-Network-ID on ISC interface and originating requests on behalf of an unregistered user.

The CR-pack in CP-060669 contains two CRs to TS 24.179. The CRs are on signalling flows involving the CSI application server and CSI Termination session handling.

CT1 agreed a new stage 3 WID for completion of this feature. This new WID creates a stage 3 building block for the corresponding stage 2 work. The objective of this work item is to implement the agreed Stage 2 changes into the Stage 3 specifications along with the provision of relevant stage 3 example flows to elaborate the functional involvement of the CSI Application Server. The WID is provided for approval in CP-060647. 

The CRs to 24.179 on CSItermS in CP-060669 are dependant on approval of the corresponding WID in CP-060647.

CP-060663 contains 4 CRs on GRUU. All CRs are on TS 24.229 and are on the following topics: I-CSCF processing GRUU, S-CSCF processing GRUU, GRUU processing by non-UE User Agents and alignment with GRUU IETF draft 11.

TEI-7

CP-060670 contains 11 CRs on TEI-7 for several TSs. Four CRs to TS 24.141 on user location query when UE watcher subscribes to presentity, user location query when watcher subscribes to resource list, user location query when resource list subscribes to presentity and user location query when network watcher subscribes to presentity. Three CRs to TS 24.008 on deletion of LAI and PLMN from forbidden lists after LOCATION UPDATING ACCEPT, adding a Cipheirng Mode Setting indicator to MS Classmark3 and PDP Context Activity Indication for Service Request (Service Type = Data). Two CRs to TS 23.122 on correction of the PLMN Selection state diagram (automatic mode) and correction to the definition of national roaming and international roaming to include the EHPLMN. One CR to TS 24.234 on presentation of Additional Information in Manual Mode, and finally one CR on TS 44.064 on introduction of a safe timer for PS HO.
5.6.14
VCC
The TS 24.206 on voice call continuity between IMS and CS is provided to the plenary for approval in CP-060653. The outstanding issues within TS 24.206 are:


1. There is currently no text on the impact of VCC on supplementary services. While the proper solution to this is the object of a study within SA2 at the moment with expected standards completion in release 8, the stage 2 does provide for some default handling of services that should occur. In general this has no normative impact on the VCC application (e.g. call forwarding unconditional occurs as normal before the terminating VCC application is met). 
2. There is some ongoing stage 2 discussion of the impact of held calls at the time of a domain transfer, which will require some normative text in 3GPP TS 24.206 when resolved. This text should also allow the specification of correlation of a domain transfer request to a particular call when multiple anchored calls exist.
3. There is a need to provide text to indicate that domain transfer can only occur in the active state, i.e. once a call has been answered.

4. Editor's notes in annex A need to be reviewed in accordance with current agreements. Some of these are obsolete, as can be seen from the presence of appropriate normative text covering the issue in the main body of the document.

5. The application of the functional entities names within the VCC application needs to still be applied to the informative annex A and annex B, consistent with the work already performed within the main body of the specification. 
CT1 also agreed a revised version of the CT-wide WID (CT1, CT3 and CT4). The main reason for the update is to correct the indicated changes needed by all CT-WGs. The CT-wide WID was endorsed by CT3 and CT4, and the updated WID in CP-060648 is provided to the CT plenary for approval.
5.6.15
SDoUE

The TS 24.305 on selective disabling of UE capabilities is provided to the plenary for approval in CP-060652. The outstanding issues are:
1. Behaviour of the UE when emergency calls are indicated as disable. A solution already has been presented, but further work is needed to cover all cases.

2. Access to the SDoUE MO when in VPLMN. An LS from SA1 has now clarified the service requirements on this issue, and part of the solution is already included in the TS. However, some work seems to be needed.


5.6.16
SMSIP
The TS 24.305 on selective disabling of UE capabilities is provided to the plenary for information in CP-060654. The outstanding issues are:

1. Request-URI of SIP requests encapsulating the submitted short message
Multiple feasible solutions are identified, but no agreement in CT WG1 yet
2. Limitation on multiple simultaneous short message termination/origination
For SMS over CS and PS technologies, multiple simultaneous short message termination and multiple simultaneous short message origination is not allowed, it is for further study id these limitations can be relaxed for SMS over IP.

Release 8 work items

5.7.1
EVA
CT1 has agreed one CR for approval in CP-060672 on TS 43.068. The CR is on introduction of sending application-specific data to group call members.
5.7.2
SAE
CT1 agreed a new CT-wide WID (CT1, CT3 and CT4). The objective is to identify and specify the SAE aspects that need to be handled by the CT groups. 

While specifying the protocols at each interface, in particular the following issues should be taken into account:

· Protocol aspects of interoperability of SAE architecture with the legacy architecture.
· Mobility between the SAE and legacy networks

· CN protocol QoS aspects

· CN protocol aspects of co-existence of LTE with other access networks

· Impact on UE idle mode and PLMN selection


The tasks for each WG will be updated when Stage 2 issues are resolved.

CT1 tasks:

· Non-Access-Stratum (NAS) functions related to Mobile Station (MS) in idle mode
· UE to EPC NAS signaling

CT3 tasks:

· Policy and charging control (PCC) aspects of SAE
· Upgrades to QoS mechanisms
· Interworking between LTE/SAE and Packet Data Networks (PDN)


CT4 tasks:

· User and Control plane protocols 
· EPC
· EPC-GPRS
· Policy and charging control (PCC) aspects of SAE

· EPC – HSS/AAA aspects

· SAE/LTE identities

The new WID is a CT-wide WID with CT1 as the primary responsible WG. The WID was endorsed by CT3 and CT4, and the new WID in CP-060649 is provided to the CT plenary for approval. It can be noted that CT6 has not been incorporated in the WID yet.

5.7.3
PRIOR-EMR

CT1 agreed a new stage 3 WID for the multimedia priority service. This is a new WID that creates a stage 3 building block for the corresponding stage 1 work. The objective of this work item is to implement the agreed Stage 1 into the Stage 3 specifications; i.e. to specify the protocols for the use of the Multimedia Priority Service. The WID is provided for approval in CP-060650.
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
