Procedure in the IP-SM-GW

When the IP-SM-GW receives a MAP_REPORT_SM_DELIVERY_STATUS indication (from SMS-GMSC via HLR) it shall forward the request to the HLR. If the IP-SM-GW has the corresponding delivery status information (for all domains) it shall add this information to the request.
The short message delivery status report process in the IP-SM-GW is shown in figure 23.5/4.
