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Introduction
At the present CT meeting CT1 has submitted two alternative CRs relating to the usage of the service identifier for the Multimedia Telephony Service.
RIM continues to be fully supportive of the work of 3GPP and understands that the proposal to mandate including the IMS Communication Service identifier in the Accept-Contact header has significant support. Therefore RIM would request that the CR 0035rev3 against TS 24.173 in CP-070798 is withdrawn.
RIM does however continue to have concerns that the proposal to mandate including the IMS Communication Service identifier in the Accept-Contact header potentially leaves the following issues:
i) The MT behavior in the absence of the service identifier is currently unspecified. If the terminating UE relies solely on the presence of a service identifier in the Accept-Contact header to invoke the correct application this is likely to cause interoperability problems with non-IMS terminals and IMS terminals that don’t support MMtel and the service identifier concept. It should be noted that by far the largest existing deployments of SIP based phones are currently in corporate enterprises and that millions of these already deployed phones do not support the service identifier concept. Calls from phones within enterprises to mobile IMS devices in the future will not contain the service identifier in the SIP signalling.
ii) The mandatory inclusion of the Service Identifier for multimedia telephony in the Accept-Contact header limits the use of Caller Preferences for its intended purpose and the use of this functionality will be effectively degraded or denied to the users of MMtel terminals. 
It is RIM understanding that similar concerns are shared by other companies and would therefore request that CT allow CT1 to look at these issues further to see if they can be resolved
Proposal
It is requested that CR 0035rev3 against TS 24.173 in CP-070798 is withdrawn from consideration at this CT Plenary meeting and that CT1 are encouraged by CT to look further into the two issues that have been raised.
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
