Executive summary

CT1 has had two meeting since CT #38, CT1 #51 and CT1#51-bis. At CT1#51, which was the “regular” meeting collocated with CT3 and CT4, the group split for 2 days and handled legacy & SAE in parallel with pure IMS-issues. At CT1#51-bis, the group had a restricted agenda and had main focus on SAE and drafting of the 1st version of the TSs to shift most material from the TR. The group has had more work to do than usual due to common IMS. 33 TSs have been prepared due to TISPAN, and the 1st iteration of CRs from 3GPP2 has caused more IMS-related work than normal. The work for TISPAN maintenance is completed. The split in legacy & SAE versus IMS is in my opinion successful and secure that the group has more time to discuss each document.
The group has since CT #38 treated very few pre Rel-7 documents and used most of the time for Rel-7 and Rel-8 WIs. The amount of Rel-7 CRs is also now on a level that indicates completion of most WIs, but a couple of WIs still need some cleanups. 
On SAE the work progress good, thanks to cooperative delegates and conference calls to coordinate and pre-discuss some documents. At CT1#51, the group, also pre-processed input documents to agree which documents to use as base for further work in order to avoid “beauty contest” of similar proposals on-line. This was a successful exercise and will be performed also to upcoming meetings until the amount if input documents on SAE start to stabilise and decrease. The skeletons of the TSs have now been agreed, and most of the material from the TR has now been transferred to the TSs. The TR will still be used for controversial issues for some time, but in general the work will from now on be performed in the 4 TSs and not in the TR.
CT1 has 25 specifications for approval, 13 specifications for information plus 7 revised and 7 new WIDs for approval.
The CT1 meeting report CT1#51 is provided for information to this meeting by the CT1 MCC expert Andrijana Brekalo in CP-080060. For CT1#51-bis, no meeting report is available, only the Chairman’s brief notes made in the agenda during the meeting.

On SAE the work progress good, thanks to cooperative delegates and conference calls to coordinate and pre-discuss some documents. At CT1#51, the group, also pre-processed input documents to agree which documents to use as base for further work in order to avoid “beauty contest” of similar proposals on-line. This was a successful exercise and will be performed also to upcoming meetings until the amount if input documents on SAE start to stabilise and decrease. The skeletons of the TSs have now been agreed, and most of the material from the TR has now been transferred to the TSs. The TR will still be used for controversial issues for some time, but in general the work will from now on be performed in the 4 TSs and not in the TR.
Due to the progress during CT1#51 and CT1#51-bis, all WIs are currently progressing quite good, and no WI can at present be indicated as behind schedule, knowing that CT1 has another 6 meetings during 2008 to complete the work.

3.2
Specifications for approval

CT1 has 25 specification provided for approval for this plenary meeting. These specifications can be split into:

· 3GPP TS 23.259 on PNM

· 24 TSs from TISPAN Release 1 and Release 2 where CT1 is assumed to do maintenance.

TS 23.259 is the technical specification for personal network management. The TS is regarded as ready to be placed under change control, and is provided for approval in CP-080076.

The TS has the following outstanding issues:
· if a default UE is attached in both CS domain and IM CN subsystem, how the PN UE redirection works is FFS.

· whether the unambiguous routing information (e.g. GRUU) can be used in connection with PN-configuration is FFS.

It can also be noted that CT1 asked SA1 whether the requirements on PNE networks, which had not been contributed to at all in stage 2 was necessary to include in Release 8. SA1 has confirmed that this issue does not need to be taken into account in stage 2 and the stage 1 specification may be updated to reflect this (See CP-080155).
The TS has no contentious open issues.

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Issues for action / decision by CT plenary

4.1
Liaison statements to TSG CT plenary

Of the liaison statements from CT1 #51 and CT1#51-bis, two LSs are destined to the CT-plenary.

In CP-080144 on PNM, CT1 asks SA1 to consider postponing the requirements for PNE networks in TS 22.259 out of release 8 and provide feedback to CT1 and CT Plenary. Based on this feedback, CT-plenary may want to decide whether TS 23.259 is sufficiently stable to be placed under change control or not. The reply from SA1 (which confirms CT1s question) can be found in CP-080155. 

In CP-080145, CT1 informs TISPAN about the creation of the new TSs that will be used for further maintenance of the TISPAN specifications. 3GPP assumes that TISPAN will update the references to the 3GPP deliverables. The CT-plenary is copied for information, and no actions are foreseen for the CT-plenary.
4.2 Critical CRs
