CT1 has had two meeting since CT #39, CT1 #52 and CT1#53. During both meetings, the group split for 2 days and handled legacy & SAE in parallel with pure IMS-issues. During both meetings the workload has been high but not overwhelming. Most Rel-8 WIs where CT1-involvement is needed should now be available, and for most WIs the progress of the work still makes the goal to freeze Rel-8 by December feasible. However, it must be noted that stable and complete stage 2 requirements will be important to secure the progress to make it possible for CT1 to complete the stage 3 work by December 2008.

The group has since CT #39 treated very few pre Rel-8 documents and used most of the time for Rel-8 WIs. The amount of Rel-7 CRs are on an acceptable level and does not take more meeting time than what can be expected at this point in time.

On SAE the work progress good, thanks to cooperative delegates and conference calls to coordinate and pre-discuss some documents. At CT1#52 and CT1#53, the group also pre-processed input documents to agree which documents to use as base for further work in order to avoid “beauty contest” of similar proposals on-line. On SAE, the TR 24.801 and the TS 24.303 are estimated to be 60% complete and are sent for information to CT#40. The overall estimates for the other new SAE-related specifications are: TS 24.301 is estimated 40% complete, TS 24.302 is estimated 35% complete and TSD 24.304 is estimated 33% complete. It will also be important that all features for SAE (like e.g. Idle mode Signalling Reduction, CS-fallback and single radio VCC) are completed and stable from stage 2 in order to secure the progress in CT1 if these features still are expected to be completed by Rel-8.

CT1 has 3 TSs are provided for information and 12 TSs are provided for approval to this plenary. Further, the group has also 2 revised and 6 new WIDs for approval.

The CT1 meeting reports from CT1#52 and CT1#53 are provided for information to this meeting by the CT1 MCC expert Adrian Zoicas in CP-080312 and CP-080313.

The chairman thanks the officials and the MCC expert for their support. Adrian Zoicas for acting as MCC during the meetings, and Andrijana Brekalo for providing support between the meetings. Chen-Ho Chin is thanked for chairing sessions on “pre-discussion on SAE-papers” and Georg Mayer for chairing sessions on IMS-issues. Chen and Georg have secured that the group could complete the meetings on time with all papers treated. At last but not least I would again express my appreciation to every delegate in CT1 for being positive during the meeting and willing to compromise to secure progress.

CT3 Meetings

The following CT3 meetings have taken place since the last TSG CT plenary:

· CT3#47bis:     31st  March – 3rd April,  2008,  Sophia Antipolis, France. Hosted by ETSI

· CR3#48:
5th – 9th May,  2008,   Cape Town, South Africa. Hosted by Vodacom

During CT3#47bis, which was a 4 day meeting mainly dedicated to PCC and SAE,  269 documents were discussed. 

CT3#48 was a rather busy meeting and we had to arrange several breakout sessions for PCC and SAE discussions. 391 documents were discussed. 

During CT3#48 CT3 had the following joint sessions:

· With CT1(IMS subgroup) to discuss overlap signalling

· With CT4 to discuss common Diameter guidelines

The present status report summarises the results from the meeting and presents the current status of  the work in CT3. The detailed meeting report of CT3#47bis is contained in CP-080287. The detailed draft meeting report for CT3#48 is contained in CP-080288.

Administrative work

Triggered by the discussion at the previous plenary, a revised ToR, CP-080289, has been agreed by CT3. Only a small change has been made to reflect the fact that much of the work that is being done in CT3 relates to interworking between domains within PLMNs, not only to interworking with external networks.
Major problems / achievements

Major problems/controversial issues

· Two methods to support overlap signalling in IMS were discussed in a joint session with CT1 (IMS subgroup). This issue has been studied in TISPAN and has now been transferred to 3GPP. We also received an incoming LS from CCSA and several discussion papers on this subject. None of the methods were agreed and the issue was postponed. It was agreed that CT3 will be responsible for driving the discussion further. 

· A proposal to support transit traffic through IMS based on binary encapsulation of ISUP was discussed. It could not be agreed and was postponed.

Major achievements

· 48 CRs were agreed

· Two TRs were estimated to be at least 60 % complete and are submitted to this plenary for information: TR 29.804 (SAE) and TR 29.909 (Diameter guidelines)

· Three new Rel-8 WIDs were agreed:

· Enhancements on IMS-CS multimedia interworking, based on input from SA4

· Messaging interworking (MESSIW). A new TS skeleton and several pseudo-CRs were agreed.

· Specification of CS-IBCF  and CS-TrGW. 

· On a CT-wide WID on IMS Centralized Service Control, a new TS skeleton and several pseudo-CRs were agreed.

· Two TSs were taken over from TISPAN and agreed. Submitted to this plenary for approval.

General

Due to the strong pressure to complete Rel-8 with SAE this year, two more extra meetings have been planned, one in June (Zagreb) and the other in October. Both of these meetings will be collocated with CT1 and CT4. This means that a total of 7 CT3 meetings will be held in 2008.

There has been considerable activity to define a common IMS. In CT3 input is coming from  both TISPAN and 3GPP2 and this is expected to continue for the next few meetings.

In addition, several new non-SAE related WIs have been agreed. To deal with the increased workload, we foresee the need for some breakout sessions even at future CT3 meetings this year. 

Discussion:

CT3 Chairman  clarified that discussion on FBI solution has been a bit locked and the expectation to sort out controversial issued without voting is expected since CT3 has two Working Group meetings before the next Plenary.
CT3 Chairman also clarified that PCC analysis is now completed but Diameter Routing Agent (DRA) issues need to be solved. It was seen by the CT3 Chairman that PCC shall be finished in December 2008.

CT4 have had two meetings since the last CT plenary meeting. The meeting CT4#38bis was held in Jeju South Korea, on 7th  April – 11th April 2008 kindly hosted by Samsung. CT4#39 was held in Cape Town, South Africa on 5th to 9th May kindly hosted by Vodacom. 

At CT4#38bis

We had in parallel sessions on SIP-I, CAT service and Mp-Interface; sessions on IMS and GTP which were chaired by Toshiyuki Tamura (NEC) and Peter Wild (Vodafone). About 50 delegates representing about 35 companies were present at the meeting. 

At CT4#39

CT4 had in parallel sessions on SIP-I, CAT service, Mc, Mn and Mp-Interface; sessions on IMS and GTP which were chaired by Toshiyuki Tamura (NEC) and Peter Wild (Vodafone). About 58 delegates representing about 36 companies were present at the meeting.

CT4 had no contributions to Release 4 or earlier. The majority of the documents were on Release 8 issues. 

The meeting report of CT4#38bis (approved by CT4) and the meeting report of CT4#39 (distributed on the CT4 email list for review) are provided in document CP‑080243 for information. 

Joint meetings/Sessions with other groups:

At CT4#38bis we had a joint session with SA2 on SAE where we discussed outstanding LS from CT4 to SA2 and additional question where raised and discussed. In addition we had a  joint session with SA4 regarding supported codecs in case of IP transport this was related to ongoing discussion on SIP-I and A over IP in both groups.

At CT4#39 we had joint session with CT3 (Diameter guidelines) and CT1 (ecall data).  CT1 invited CT4 delegates to discuss IMS restoration procedures.

CT4 Chairman would like to thank the delegates for the very good job they have done before and at the meetings and the cooperative and fair discussions. CT4 Chairman also want to thank the vice chairs Peter Wild (Vodafone) and Toshiyuki Tamura (NEC) on taking care on the parallel sessions.

· CT6 is confident to cope with SAE work in their normal meeting routine

· CT #40 closes the first plenary period of normative TS work in CT

· Up to now SAE documents are postponed in CT WG meetings only due to lack of agreement, not as a result of low priority in the meeting

· On the average that means 375 SAE contributions per meeting

· Lot of revisions are being created during the meetings

· It indicates that CR review culture is alive

· …but it also indicates that pre-review before the meetings could be more efficient

· …and revisions take a lot of meeting time

· …and sometimes not all delegates who are interested in SAE can participate the breakout session

· The number of SAE contributions is still increasing

· This is what the busy CT WGs already have done:

· More meetings have been scheduled

· SAE is run in parallel sessions

· Input documents are pre-processed before SAE sessions

· Phone conferences are arranged between meetings

· Companies can agree topics to contribute on to avoid overlapping contributions

· SAE work prioritisation

· Stage 2 is expected to be completed in SA #40

· SA #39 prioritisation in SP-080218/CP-080378 to essential and other items should apply also on CT work

· No point in attempting to elaborate stage 3 for items that weren’t already included in stage 2

· Main effort in CT working groups should be put on the same essential items that were prioritised by SA #39

· Efficient communication of stage 2 clarifications between CT and SA groups

· Company internal communication between the WGs saves meeting time

· If done during the meeting week it requires delegates dedicated to SAE work

· Enough meeting time for essential items

· This can be ensured via prioritisation if nothing else helps

· If we want more meeting time it will affect the companies resourcing

· Dedicated SAE delegates who can participate SAE sessions no matter what else is going on

· Parallel sessions and pre-processing work best if all interested companies send a delegate

Discussion:
Alcatel-Lucent proposed to CT1, CT3 and CT4 to identify items on the critical path. The proposal was agreed and the WGs were requested to report the completion rate and estimated completion of any items on critical path to the next plenary.
CT1 Chairman requested that stage 2 needs clearly identify which items are in and which are left out from Rel-8 - prioritising will not help. Main effort for CT WG should be used same items which were prioritised by SA#39.

· It was proposed following methods to allocate more time for SAE work items during CT WG meetings:

1. Schedule more meetings

· When? With the exception of September plenary week the CT WG meeting calendar is already full

2. Parallel SAE breakout meetings

· 3GPP and non-3GPP SAE tracks are sufficiently independent technically to run in parallel

· SA2 does this already

· Requires that the companies provide delegates for two parallel SAE meeting tracks

3. Longer SAE breakout meetings (4 – 5 days)

· 3GPP and non-3GPP SAE tracks would be treated in sequence

· Requires companies to provide dedicated SAE delegates who can participate SAE session any time during the meeting

· This would not help too much any more, since the delegates need some time to talk outside of the meeting

4. More efficient pre-processing of SAE documents

· Before (when?) or during the meeting?

· All SAE delegates should be able to participate, otherwise the already revised documents need to be revised again

· If done during the meeting week it requires delegates dedicated to SAE work
5. Extend some of the already scheduled meetings by 1 – 2 extra days

Conclusions:

Adding one meeting during September plenary was not seen efficient. Extending some of the remaining meetings with the weekend was suggested as another option, if possible for the host. WG Chairs may discuss this alternative in their groups.
Parallel SAE breakout meeting were not seen feasible due the same expert being needed in both sessions.

More efficient pre-processing of the contributions was seen a possible improvement but that can only happen via extending the SAE parallel sessions or by adding more days to already allocated Working Group meetings. 

The longer break out session or extend meeting 1-2 days were seen as only reasonable candidates for handling still foreseen higher number of contributions. It is up to each Working Group which method suits them best.

Advantages specific to I1
· Solves the issue of controlling ICS UE mid-call services when UE is in a GERAN that is incapable of GPRS Class A/DTM (Gm will not work in this case as it needs a GPRS connection during a CS call).

· Depending on the chosen application level protocol (i.e. not 3GPP TS 24.008 tunnelling), ICS based services may not be constrained by DTAP functionality as with the Enhanced MSC Server for ICS.

Vodafone’s Concerns 
· There are currently NO operators in SA2 requiring I1, at least in Rel-8.

· So far, no other SDO has a requirement for I1 (as part of “Common IMS”).

· I1 has only a small and specific use case (i.e. GERAN with no DTM, no GPRS Class A UE and no Enhanced MSC Server) which makes the impact on the UE (protocol stack, battery life and overall cost) questionable for the actual gain this brings.

· Definition of application level protocol is not straight forward:

· This is NOT just another Diameter application, RADIUS extension, SIP extension or MAP Application Context.

· This IS a new type of protocol altogether being used in new and unproven way.

· Protocol is to be defined in CT1, whose agenda is already overloaded.

· SA2-only assumption of USSD as transport protocol:

· Although SA2 needed to make an assumption on this to enable call flows and other necessary stage 2 definition, the protocol experts, i.e. CT WGs, were not made a part of this decision process. Thus, this may still get challenged in CT1.

· Also, since USSD is a 3GPP only transport, this rules out use of I1 outside of 3GPP systems (e.g. ETSI TISPAN, CableLabs, 3GPP2). Could the end result be that I1 then has to have further transport options?

· A lot of operators block inter-PLMN USSD i.e. USSD for in-bound roamers.

· A lot of operators do not charge for USSD, thus extra signalling for call set-ups and terminations, particularly for inbound roamers (where allowed), has no financial gain.

· USSD during mid-call removes 50% of the speech bandwidth/resource during the transaction.

Conclusions by Vodafone
· Lack of operator support in SA2 for I1 (at least for Rel-8), in contrast to the Gm and Enhanced MSC Server solutions

· Use case for I1 is extremely narrow.

· Suitability of USSD as a transport protocol is questionable

· Stage 1 requirements for I1 (i.e. provision of operator services to non-IMS subscribers) already taken care of by the Enhanced MSC Server for ICS.

· No similar concept has been defined in 3GPP, thus making I1 definition non-trivial and very “bleeding edge”.

· Impact on the already overloaded CT1 workload is high, particularly if choice of transport protocol is challenged (since CT1 have yet to agree this protocol choice).

· CT1 have many other features to be working in their remaining 4 meetings for Rel-8, that DO have operator interest.
· ….advantages of I1 are greatly out-weighed by the disadvantages!

· CT are kindly requested to agree the following:

· If it is agreed the following week in SA that I1 is to be a part of ICS in Rel-8, then:

· Task CT1 to de-prioritise I1 interface definition in their meetings i.e. look at contributions on I1 last, after ALL other Rel-8 normative work (not just the work on other ICS solutions i.e. Gm and Enhanced MSC Server).

· Task CT1 to analyse the suitability of USSD as the transport protocol for I1 with regards to real-world application and signalling network impacts, as well as applicability to “Common IMS”.

· SA are kindly requested to agree either of the following:

· Task SA2 to remove I1 interface from ICS in Rel-8 and Task SA1 to provide more guidance for inclusion in any future release e.g. Rel-9. [preferred]

· Task SA2 to remove I1 from ICS stage 2 (3GPP TS 23.292) if CT1 work is not completed in time for Rel-8.

· It has been discussed off-line that as ICS is considered to be a part of Common IMS (as agreed at SA2 #64), the I1 interface does not need stage 3 definition in 3GPP for Rel-8. However, since the current assumption in the stage 2 is that USSD is used as the transport, this automatically rules out any other SDO being able to use this particular feature of ICS and thus implicitly means that I1 itself cannot currently be part of Common IMS. At least not without further development/modification.

NTT DoCoMo, Orange, T-Mobile, TeliaSonera, AT&T and Telecom Italy share the view of Vodafone's discussion paper.
It was seen that SA2 and SA should prioritise Rel-8 SAE stage 2 requirements and to indicate if some of the requirements have lower priority.

Conclusions:
The I1 reference point is an agreed part of the ICS stage 2 developed by SA2 and should now be passed to CT working groups for their development. This discussion paper has shown that the use of I1 meets requirements not addressed by any other solution in ICS. These requirements have been highlighted during our discussions with operators interested in deploying ICS and we believe they should be covered in the 3GPP standard.

We have shown that the use of USSD for 3GPP access implementation of I1 is feasible and does not have major drawbacks on the system complexity or performance.

Furthermore, absence of I1 option would require operators to deploy DTM or to ask their MSC vendors to upgrade the MSC to support the “enhanced MSC protocol” and these upgrade options need to be agreed with all roaming partners to make these options viable.

Based on this analysis there is no reason to abandon work on I1 before it is even properly started in the 3GPP CT working groups. We request 3GPP to continue to progress work on I1 standards following the normal processes.

The precise scheduling of work in CT working groups should be a matter for the working group chair and delegates in the normal way.

Orange and Telecom Italy proposed that if I1 gets agreed in SA#40 CT1 should provide information in CT#41 if it would be possible to finalise work in Rel-8 timeframe.
It was agreed that re-prioritizing should not be used for any work item. It needs clearly to be decided if features are handled in Rel-8 or postponed to future Releases.

CT Chairman shall report following for SA#40on I1 Interface in ICS:

· CT would like to know if I1 is considered as part of the essential Rel-8 items or not?

· It was requested if SA can identify any items that can be taken out of Rel-8 they should be indicated early to avoid waste of Working Group time.

· USSD as transport at i1 is 3GPP specific. Does any other access technologies need to be covered.

· Multiple priority level do not help CT Working Groups which have always a tradition  of always treating all documents that are provided on time
· Some operators currently block the USSD for inbound roamers.

· As the work has not yet started, no CT1 estimates are currently available, but the rapporteur has estimated that it would take from 4 to 6 meetings to complete I1 interface.

· Both proposals consider Gm interface and enhanced I2 interface more important than I1.

This will ensure that the request is first routed to the P-CSCF assigned during registration and that the P-CSCF can forward the request over the Gm reference point towards the NGCN site. The NGCN site can then use the Request-URI to forward the request in the NGCN or it can use it to select an extension to forward the call to. TISPAN WG2 has agreed that the solution outlined above addresses its needs and kindly requests 3GPP CT1 to document this procedure in TS 24.229 and 24.503."

The TSG working procedures (TR 21.900 http://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Specs/html-info/21900.htm) allow for the "closing" of a Release when active maintenance is no longer to be anticipated on the specifications of that Release.

Although a trickle of R99 change requests is still being seen, the number is very much below the noise floor.  Since it is surely the case that no more equipment is being built to this Release, and that equipment in the field is unlikely to be maintained to this Release, it seems pointless to consider further maintenance of the R99 Specifications.
Note that, just as for GSM Phase 1, Phase 2, and Phase 2+ R96, R97 and R98, which are already closed, the Specifications for R99 would remain available on the 3GPP server.  The transposed publications should also remain in the active catalogues of the partner SDOs.  It would, of course, still be possible to make reference to those publications if need be.  The only effective change is that 3GPP members' delegates would no longer need to consider whether a CR need be rolled back as far as R99: no Release earlier than Rel‑4 would henceforth be maintained.
