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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank CT4 for the LS sent to SA2. 
SA2 has discussed the LS. We have considered the arguments presented in the paper.  SA2 would like to inform CT4 that the proposal described in the LS has been proposed and discussed at earlier SA2 meetings. The proposal was however rejected due to objections from multiple companies.

We would like to clarify that:

· In the various architecture figures for the non-chained scenarios, the Mobile Access Gateway (MAG) supports certain first hop Access Router functionality for the UE for PMIP-based S5/S8, including DHCP relay. 
· We would also like to acknowledge that there may be certain cases in the chained S2a/b-S8 interfaces, when the DHCP Relay in the Serving GW may need additional considerations. 

· There were also significant concerns in SA2 on changing functionality of the S-GW based on chaining considerations only this late in Release-8, as this has impacts on other features such as IP address assignment/release for non-chained scenarios. This is documented in in the following editor’s note in section 6.2.4 of TS 23.402 “Editor's note: Any solutions or extensions defined for the GTP-based and PMIP-based S8-S2a/b chaining shall not adversely impact procedures defined for non-chaining cases.”
· The placement of DHCPv4 relay agent in the SGW facilitates IPv4 address configuration using DHCPv4.
After taking into consideration architecture aspects of EPC, we would like to confirm that the Serving GW has the following functionality with PMIP based S5/S8 interfaces (as stated in Section 4.3.3.2 of TS 23.402 v8.2.0):
· a DHCPv4 (relay agent) and a DHCPv6 (relay agent) functions. 

· Handling of Router Solicitation and Router Advertisement messages as defined in RFC 4861.

2. Actions:

ACTION: 
SA2 kindly asks CT4 to consider that the Serving GW should support the above mentioned functionalities when PMIP based S5/S8 interface is supported. SA2 would also like to request that any stage 3 work that is done on the chaining case does not impact stage 2 procedures for the non-chaining case.
