Note: The only task listed as incomplete (BBERF Relocation) is now finished, please see CP-090083. An unrelated issue on UE-Init resource modification, also indicated in the exception sheet,  has not been solved. A proposed CR was created during a drafting session in San Antonio, but on the last day one objection was raised.  An alternative CR was created and discussed by email after the meeting and both CRs were put on email approval, but none were agreed. This work will continue at the next CT3 meeting where we also need to take into account related, recent changes in stage 2.
Some comments on selected Work Items:
· PCC aspects of SAE [ SAES-St3-PCC].
This has been the largest CT3 WI for Rel-8. The exception sheet was handled (see above table w/Note) and a large number of CRs were agreed. It was agreed to introduce the Supported-Feature mechanism already used by CT4 to re-use the Diameter Application Id’s on the PCC interfaces. Some parts of stage 2 is still not stable and more alignment/corrections are expected for Rel-8 at the next meeting.
· Interworking between EPC and external PDNs [SAES-St3-Intwk].
A good number of CRs to TS 29.061 were agreed. A CR on Deferred IPv4 Address Handling was postponed till the next meeting due to one objection, cf. table in clause 1.5.6.
· IBCF-TrGW; Ix interface [IMS_IBCF].

This WI is owned by CT4 and the technical work started in CT3 quite late,  at CT3#50 (Shanghai meeting). It was agreed that this work needs to be moved to Rel-9.  Therefore, CRs to remove already agreed text in TS 29.162 and TS 29.235 have been agreed. 
· IBCF-TrGW; Ix interface [CS-IBCF].
The intention is to create an Ix interface that is mainly common for both IMS and CS scenarios. It was agreed that this work needs to be moved to Rel-9. Cf. comments to  [IMS_IBCF] above.

· ICS  [ICSRA]
The work has progressed quite smoothly, and a good number of agreed CRs to TS 29.292 are  submitted for approval at this plenary.
· Documentation of TISPAN R1 and R2 in CT3   [REDOC_TIS-C3]
Based on a Reply LS from SA5 we were finally able to complete the work on TS 29.658 to align some charging-related definitions and terminology with SA5 usage.
1.5.4 Rel-9

Based on the agreement to move the work on the Ix interfaxe to Rel-9, the first, related Rel-9 CRs to TS 29.162 and TS 29.235 have been agreed.
