Executive summary

CT1 has had one meeting since CT#54, which was  CT1#76 located in Xiamen, P.R. China, co-located with CT3 and CT4. 
CT1 sends 262 CRs for approval to this plenary. Work is further shifting to Rel-11. TEI11 is the major work item with 61 CRs agreed, including many changes which were not seen as essential in older releases. On older Releases CT1 this time agreed CRs from Rel-7 onwards related to agreements in the ETSI Railways Telecommunications committee (TC TR). Also PWS / ETWS re-documentation and alignment caused CRs and related discussions from Rel-8 on. Again a larger number of CRs were agreed on NIMTC (13 CRs + 13 mirrors) – it was agreed nevertheless, that from the next meeting onwards, non-essential changes for NIMTC will be handled under TEI11. 
The group split during the meeting for 2 days and handled legacy & SAE-issues in parallel with IMS-issues.

CP-120048 is an incoming LS on M2M Dual Priority from CT1, which is sent to CT, SA1, SA2 and cc'ed to SA and CT4.

Technically endorsed tdocs on User-to-User Signalling 

CP-120101 includes a set of CRs against 24.229, starting from Rel-8, on updating the reference to the IETF UUS references. These CRs were not agreed, but only technically endorsed by CT1, as there was one sustained objection to these CRs. 
The concerns raised against these CRs was, that they introduce an incompatibility with already deployed systems, which were based on the older version of the related drafts. It was indicated by other companies, that CT1 should update the related references, as this is "business as usual" and that otherwise the references (if not changed) would point to outdated IETF documentation.  

The related issue is currently under discussion in IETF (CUSS WG) and companies were encouraged to participate in the related discussions in IETF, as the related issues in 24.229 in then end will need to be fully aligned with the IETF specifications.. 

4.4
Vote on USSI Solutions in CT1#77 

For the work on USSD over IMS, CT1 reduced the number of alternative solutions from four (at the beginning of the meeting) to two. These two remaining solutions are currently reflected in Annex B of new TS 24.390. CT1 decided to have a technical vote at the upcoming CT1#77 meeting on these two solutions. 
The two solutions are as follows:

· the SIP INVITE based solution, as described in Alternative 1 in Annex B of TS 24.390 v0.6.0; and

· the SIP MESSAGE based solution, as described in Alternative 2 in Annex B of TS 24.390 v0.6.0.

No action expected from CT this time.
