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1. Overall Description:

CT4 thanks RAN3 for solving the issue of the encoding of the CS transparent container for LTE to GERAN SRVCC feature – which makes these containers transparent to all the CN entities as originally intended. CT4 has agreed the related attached CRs.
With respect to the RAN3 question related to the encoding of the PS transparent container:

"It seems to companies in RAN3 that TS29.060 encodes the container as V and interpretation of TS29.274 is controversial in RAN3. Could CT4 clarify this aspect? "

The GTPv2 specification requires the CN entities (MME, SGSN) to transfer transparently the RAN information received within these containers from the RAN:  
[Extract from TS 29.274 subclause 8.48]
The F-Container field shall contain one of the following information, depending of the contents of the container transported by the specific GTP Information Element:
-
transparent copy of the corresponding IEs (see subclause 8.2.2):

-
"Source BSS to Target BSS Transparent Container" or "Target BSS to Source BSS Transparent Container" as specified in 3GPP TS 48.018 [34] or 3GPP TS 25.413 [33].

….

-
transparent copy of the octets of the encoded OCTET STRING of the "Source to Target Transparent Container" or the "Target to Source Transparent Container" specified in 3GPP TS 36.413 [10]; or

….

The GTPv1 specification indicates that the BSS Container IE contains the Value part of the BSSGP IE, but as with GTPv2, it was intended that the CN entities (MME, SGSN) transfers transparently the RAN information received within these containers. 
[Extract from TS 29.060 subclause 7.7.72]
The BSS Container information element contains the radio-related information in the source cell to target cell direction (e.g. "Source BSS to Target BSS Transparent Container") and radio-related and core network information in the target cell to source cell direction. The content of this container is the same as octets 3 to 'n' of the respective transparent container IEI, as defined in 3GPP TS 48.018 [20].
