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1. Overall Description:

CT#64 thanks SA2 and SAor the LSs on I-WLAN maintenance in CP140345 and CP-140349. CT#64 has discussed the topic and agrees with the SA decision to stop maintenance of I-WLAN functionality, i.e. no functional modifications of I-WLAN specification, no new features for I-WLAN and not to specify inter-working between I-WLAN and WLAN IWK in Rel-12 and onwards. This decision needs to be clearly stated in the affected specifications.

CT noted that CT1 (and SA2) propose to deprecate (i.e. block) I-WLAN procedures from Rel-12 onwards.

CT6 raised concerns about certain SIM/USIM related impacts, e.g. a Rel-12 USIM inserted into a Rel-11 or earlier ME with I-WLAN support (see also LS from CT6 in C6-140294). 
Additionally two companies raised concerns during CT plenary about possible impacts on the usage of EAP-SIM / EAP-AKA and thought these impacts need further investigation in CT6 before a final decision is made.
