Abstract of document:

TS 29.201 XML Schema defines the Representational State Transfer (REST) reference point, which is used to exchange application level session information between the Protocol Converter (PC) and the Application Function (AF).
The TS is based on the following references:

· The new WID Representational State Transfer (REST) reference point between Application Function (AF) and Protocol Converter (PC) [C3-141327/ CP-140451], which will be presented to TSG CT Meeting #64 for the first time as well.

· 3GPP TR 29.817, Study on eXtensible Markup Language (XML) based access of the Application Function (AF) to the Policy and Charging Rules Function (PCRF) (UID 590011, FS_XML_AF_PCRF).

Changes since last presentation to TSG CT :

None, this is the first presentation.
Outstanding Issues:

The handling of session establishment, modification, termination, notification URL establishment and other procedures has to be specified.

The handling of result codes has to be specified.
Resources and sub-resources have to be defined that could be managed over the interface between the AF and the PC in order to keep the RESTful HTTP approach.
The encoding of the specific application communication layer (XML language) has to be completed.
Security requirements have to be introduced in this specification based on SA3 guidelines (see LS from SA3, C3-142208 Reply LS on XML based access of AF to the PCRF).
