When the PCEF is informed of the removal of an access of a multi access IP-CAN session or if the PCEF detects a change in the support of NBIFOM due to the inter PLMN mobility as defined in 3GPP TS 29.274 [22], the PCEF shall remove the PCC rules corresponding to the removed access automatically locally and send the CCR command to notify the PCRF about the removal of the access by including the Event-Trigger AVP set to REMOVAL_OF_ ACCESS, IP-CAN-Type AVP set to the values of this removed access, the Charging-Rule-Report AVP with the Charging-Rule-Name AVPs for the removed PCC rules and the PCC-Rule-Status AVP set to the value INACTIVE. When the PCRF receives the CCR command, the PCRF may install new PCC rules accordingly.
