Now as 5GSM messages and UE policy delivery messages were defined in TS 24.501 for 5GS, there are two cases for including the PTI in a L3 message :

(1) For ESM messages, the PTI was included in the 2nd octet of message.

(2) For 5GSM messages, the PTI was included in the 3rd octet of message.

Note that all PTI definitions provided in TS 24.301 and TS 24.501 are referring PTI definition given in TS 24.007. Hence, it proposes to remove the octet restriction in the PTI definition in TS 24.007 to provide a general definition to cover all cases.

Procedure transaction identity

A L3 protocol may define that a standard L3 message of the protocol contains the procedure transaction identity (PTI). The PTI allows distinguishing up to 254 different bi-directional messages flows for a given PD and a given SAP. Such a message flow is called a transaction. The procedure transaction identity is released when the procedure is completed.
