Capitalized terms not defined in this Supplement shall have the same meanings
ascribed to them in the Agreement. These Supplement terms shall supersede any inconsistent or conflicting terms in
the Agreement, or in any license contained within the Software.

1. Limited License Grant. Sun grants to Customer a non-exclusive, non-transferable limited license to use the Soft-

ware without fee for the sole purpose of designing, developing and testing your JaVX @aplets intended to run

on a compatible Java Card environment (the “Programs”). Licensee may make copies of the Software and may re-dis-
tribute internally only complete and unmodified copies of the Software to software developers within Licensee’s
organization to avoid unnecessary download time, provided that this License conspicuously appears with all copies of
the Software. Except for the foregoing, Licensee may not re-distribute the Software in whole or in part, either sepa-
rately or included with a Program or other product.

2. Requirements. In exchange for the licenses granted in Paragraph 1 above, you agree:

a. not to create additional classes, interfaces or subpackages that are contained in the “javacard,” “javacardx” or

“sun” packages, or similarly named package, as specified by Sun in any naming convention;

b. that, in the event that you create an API(s) which: (i) extends the functionality of a Java Card platform; and (ii) is
distributed to third party software developers for the purpose of developing software which invokes such additional
API, you must promptly and broadly publish an accurate specification for such API for free use by all developers;
