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1. Introduction

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Justification

TSG SA1 has created the service requirements for MBMS which is a new bearer service. TS 22.146 is the specification for the MBMS service requirements defined by TSG SA WG1. 

TSG SA WG2 has already produced a draft version of the TR 23.846 and is on the way to finalise discussions on architectural principles. 

The intention of this WI is to address the RAN solutions and required changes in order to accommodate MBMS over the radio interface protocols and UTRAN interfaces.

Objective

The objective of this WI is to analyse and provide the necessary changes and additions required to support MBMS in the current RAN specifications. Possible issues are listed below:

· analysis and creation/modification of UTRAN functions needed to be standardized for the support of MBMS.
· impact on the radio interface protocols for support of MBMS.
· impact of the “MBMS context” concept on RAB signalling

· decision making process between point-to-point or point-to-multipoint configurations to support MBMS 

· interaction between MBMS and Iu-flex 

· impacts on Iub and Iur and Iu-ps

· security aspects
