Discussion

3GPP SA2 has seen a steady increase in the contributions on MBMS for R6. However other TSGs have not made as much progress. This is thought to be due to lack of agenda time, and the need to clarify the service and system requirements. Therefore, 3GPP should use this workshop as an opportunity to ensure that there is a common understanding on what MBMS R6 should be and consequently what is expected from the TSGs involved.

As a start, the following is suggested:

 Purpose of Workshop

The MBMS workshop should provide 3GPP with an opportunity to: 

1. Clarify service level requirements to groups involved with stage 2 and 3 work

2. Identify the architectural impacts on the RAN and allow RAN WGs to commence work on stage 2/TR

3. Progress open issues raised from TSGs

4. Review the progress of the work so far in each of the TSGs propose means of expediting progress

Output of Workshop

The following output should at least be provided from the MBMS workshop:

1. Agreement on the scope of MBMS: “what it will provide in R6 and what may be included in later releases”

2. Provide answers to specific questions raised against service requirements 

3. Understanding of the responsibilities of TSGs to complete the work in R6

4. Provide liaisons to TSGs to expedite certain work areas, e.g. security
