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During the joint meeting between TSG GERANand TSG SA2 a number of issues and working assumptions were discussed.  

· It is understood that SA1 are currently defining the decomposed terminal case. 

At the meeting concerns were raised for the support of decomposed terminal in the short term for the optimised voice service it is currently developing.

· For the optimised voice service GERAN is currently using header removal as a means of handling VoIP service with optimal spectrum efficiency (RTP/UDP/IP headers are removed before sending the voice payload over the air interface). The current working assumption within GERAN is that the regeneration of these headers in the downlink direction is an implementation dependent issue.  Regeneration would be required for the decomposed terminal case. 


The meeting asks if the decomposed terminal case is required for the release 5 timeframe.
