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Stage 3 drafting for GERAN R4
1 Introduction

This document outlines the principle how to introduce Rel 4 content into stage 3 specifications and proposes the scope for the drafting sessions planned for RRC at the 27-28th of November 2000 and RLC/MAC at the 29-30th of November 2000.

2 Preparing stage 3 descriptions

In 3GPP it is a common practice to introduce features by writing a technical report. This report contains the technical concept as well as first details and covers the agreed issues. Once the technical report has stabilised the work on stage 3 starts.

In many respects, the technical work has started already in respect to the RRC and RLC/MAC. It is therefore proposed to directly work with the stage 3 specifications. Following the work principles of how we have introduced EGPRS and ECSD it is proposed to start drafting a CR based on the version of 04.18 and 04.60 available after this TSG GERAN meeting.
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Those CRs will then be kept separate from the R4 baseline and should be presented on each TSG GERAN meeting until they are in a consistent from and can be merged with the existing R4 specifications. This is proposed to be applicable for the main specs of GERAN. Reason for this proposal is to prevent to have CRs on CRs in order to correct assumptions, which were made at an early state.

3 Scope for drafting session

As mentioned before two drafting sessions are proposed in order to start the work on CRs for GERAN Rel 4. In order to have an efficient drafting session it was agreed to restrict the number of participants to 16. In order to decide, wether to participate on the drafting session or not the scope of the drafting sessions should be made clear, so that everybody knows what to expect. The following scope is proposed.

Aim of the drafting session is to map the agreed decisions of TSG GERAN into stage 3 text. This could be done by the editor of the respective specifications, collecting the material agreed so far. This allows to provide a first draft for review for the drafting meeting. With the first draft a walk through the specification should be done in order to identify necessary changes and adjustments, which could be captured as editors comments. After the drafting meeting a first draft CR will be generated for discussion on the following adhoc and TSG GERAN #3.

With this scope a reasonable participation should be kept.

4 Conclusion

A proposal for how to work with stage 3 specs is given as well as a proposed scope of the drafting sessions on RRC and RLC/MAC. Both principles are asked to be endorsed by TSG GERAN.
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
