Nevertheless, some newcomers to the group find difficult to know how 51.010-1 is structure and how to make CRs. Mr Schulze suggested to make a Permanent Reference Document with some guidance on how to fill the CRs for 51.010-1 due to its specificity and the meeting agreed to this. Mr Recouvreux asked for volunteers to do this but not were found, and so he proposed to make a first draft of this document for the next meeting.

Report from the GPRS subgroup

The report from the GPRS subgroup can be found in document G4-000225. Mr Ronbeck presented the document.

The GPRS subgroup met from 20 to 21 November. Fourteen delegates attended the meeting.

Several CRs were approved by the GPRS subgroup. The some of the issues treated in the CRs were correction of errors, the update of the applicability table with the GPRS tests, inclusion of macros, and clarification of the use of section 40 (this shall contain only downlink message contents). 

There was joint discussion with the EDGE subgroup to discuss the test mode and the EGPRS test cases. Regarding this last issue, the GPRS recommended that the EDGE subgroup shall study section 41, 42 and 43 of 51.010-1 to see in what level these test cases are applicable to EGPRS. It must also be clarified if the EGPRS tests are in addition to the GPRS tests or if a mobile can be EGPRS compliant but not GPRS compliant. Probably this is like this in Europe but not in USA, because of COMPACT. It was agreed that the EDGE subgroup is responsible for the EDGE test cases, but the EGPRS signalling test cases will be reviewed jointly with the GPRS subgroup.

The meeting report was revised G4-000285 due to the following error that was discovered in G4-000225: The documents 235 and 240 were incorrectly marked as approved in the tables at the end of the original report. In the main section of the report it was, however, stated that 281 and 280 replaced them. (The replacements were due to erroneous version statements in the CR cover sheets.) The documents 235 and 240 can thus also be removed from the WG4 list of approved CRs.

G4-000198: EDGE COMPACT, Presentation

Mr Gonorovsky gave a detailed presentation of this technology.

Compact is a stand-alone high-speed packet data system that can be deployed in only 600 kHz of spectrum. The main characteristics are:

· Inter system base station time synchronisation

· Discontinuous transmission on the control carriers

· New logical control channel combination

· Time slot mapping of control channel in a rotating fashion

· 1/3 reusing for traffic

· 3/9 effective reuse for control

This technology is a most efficient mode of EDGE, necessary for operator without new spectrum.

The document was noted.

G4-000263: Report from the EDGE subgroup

Mr Gonorovsky presented the report. 

The EDGE subgroup met from 20-22 November. Nine delegates attended the meeting.

Since the last GERAN WG4 meeting, two conference calls have been held to discuss the EGPRS test mode; several points have been agreed but discussions are still ongoing.

Discussions on the EGPRS signalling test cases concluded that first priority will be for the TBF establishment and RLC/MAC related test development. The status of the different EGPRS RF tests is presented in a table.
The meeting also agreed to develop Radio Signaling Tests for COMPACT.
Two new conference calls are planned for December and January.

Following GERAN and T decision of splitting the responsibility of dual system tests  between T1 and GERAN4, GERAN4 agrees with this principle but establish some procedures to handle this.

· Intersystem handover GERAN to UTRAN shall be moved to GERAN4 specifications and be under responsibility of GERAN4.

· Tests for Idle mode procedures: as the already drafted tests are not easy to split, GERAN4 proposes to keep the tests in T1 specifications and GERAN4 shall be consulted for any CR to them. 

It was commented that new test cases for idle mode shall be drafted in a way that are easy to split and that the scenarios GERAN to UTRAN shall be GERAN4 responsibility.

It was noted that at the moment these test cases are not included in T1 specifications but they will be in the next version. For the time being, they are included in a CR that was approved at the last T1 meeting and it will be presented for approval at the next meeting.
