Applicability of GPRS Attach concept to EGPRS

3GPP TSG-GERAN WG4 (GERAN4) EDGE Ad Hoc met in Copenhagen 30 January – 1 February 2001 to review draft EGPRS radio signalling conformance test cases.  In the process of discussion of the development of the EGPRS Test Specifications, questions came out regarding the applicability of the following statement in the Core Specification of “GPRS Attach” found in 24.008 subclause 4.7.3 to EGPRS.
”The GPRS attach procedure is used for two purposes:

-
normal GPRS attach, performed by the MS to IMSI attach for GPRS services only. The normal GPRS attach procedure shall be used by GPRS MSs in MS operation mode C, independent of the network operation mode. It shall also be used by GPRS MSs in MS operation modes A or B if the network operates in network operation mode II or III .

-
combined GPRS attach procedure, used by GPRS MSs in MS operation modes A or B to attach the IMSI for GPRS and non-GPRS services provided that the network operates in network operation mode I.”

GERAN4 EDGE seeks clarifications to the following questions:

a) Whether the “GPRS Attach” concept presented in the core specifications applies to EGPRS.

b)   If the EGPRS MSs must comply with all the GPRS requirements including the modulation schemes.
