6.1.7 SAI

The SAI (Service Area Identifier) identifies a Service Area that consists of one or more GERAN cells. It is defined in [25]. The SAI is unique within the PLMN. The SAI is used over the Iu interface for mechanism such as inter-system handover, location services, charging etc. 
The SAI is composed as follows:

SAI = MCC + MNC + LAC + SAC

6.1.8 RNC-id

Each BSC that supports the Iu interface will be allocated an RNC-id (Radio Network Control Identifier). It is defined in [25]. The RNC-id is unique within the PLMN. The RNC-id together with the PLMN-id is used for addressing BSCs over the Iur-g and the Iu interface.
Note: The motivation for using RNC-id to denote BSC is to avoid changes to existing control messages over Iu and Iur-g.
6.1.9 3G-LAI

For the case the system does not support Location Areas to span over the GSM and UMTS CN the GERAN cell needs to support a 3G Location Area Identity (3G-LAI) in cells that support Iu mode of operation [25] [26]. The LAI is unique within the PLMN. 

The LAI is composed as follows:

3G-LAI = MCC + MNC + 3G-LAC

Note: It is FFS if the 3G-LAI needs to be broadcasted explicitly in the cell. In the case the CN support Location Areas to overlap the GSM and UMTS CN it will not be necessary to broadcast the 3G-LAI and the Iu capable MS will assume that the existing LAI is also valid for Iu mode of operation
6.1.10
3G-RAI
For the case the system does not support Routing Areas to span over the GSM and UMTS CN the GERAN cell needs to support a 3G Routing Area Identity  (3G-RAI) in cells that support Iu mode of operation [25] [26]. The RAI is unique within the LAI. 
The RAI is composed as follows:

3G-RAI = MCC + MNC + 3G-LAC+3G-RAC
Note: It is FFS if the 3G-RAC needs to be broadcasted explicitly in the cell. In the case the CN support Routing Areas to overlap the GSM and UMTS CN it will not be necessary to broadcast the 3G-RAC and the Iu capable MS will assume that the existing RAI  is also valid for Iu mode of operation.

6.1.11      GRA Identity

The GERAN Registration Area Identity is used when the MS is in RRC GRA_PCH State [26]. The GRA Identity is unique within the RAN and is internal. GRAs can consists of one or more cells and are allowed to overlap each other as well as to overlap BSCs and LAs/RAs. The GRA Identities will be broadcasted in the cell.

6.1.12 RAN internal Cell Identity
It is FFS what RAN internal Cell Identity should be used when operating in Iu mode. Currently the following proposals exist:

1. Use the UC-id (RNC-id + C-id) similar to UTRAN.

2. Use a Cell identity based on the CI from GSM.
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
