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Thank you for your liaison statement dated 28th August 2001 regarding RF impact on GSM systems of TETRA Release 2 wideband data service in the 900 MHz band.  The items raised in your liaison statement were reviewed at the EPT Plenary meeting, 16-17 October 2001, in Turin, Italy.

As a result of this review, we would like to inform you of the following.

1. The co-existence aspects of the TETRA Advanced Packet Service (TAPS) with GSM systems operating in the GSM extension and GSM-R bands are currently being undertaken within CEPT SE 7.

2. The maintenance aspects of the TAPS standard are planned for discussion within EPT Working Group 4, responsible for High Speed Data (HSD).  During these discussions it is expected that WG4 will be seeking advice directly from TSG GERAN on related aspects.  Once decisions have been made, these will be communicated to TSG GERAN.

We trust the information provided will alleviate any concerns you may have regarding the operation of TAPS in the 870-876/915-921 MHz band.
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
