Mr Gonorovsky explained that at the last WG4 meeting, following a letter from several companies attending GERAN, it was decided to split WG4 in two groups. Most of the companies agreed in the split as it is done at the moment. It was noted that the actual situation will require to send more than one delegate from each company to the meetings.

The major issue to discuss in this joint session is to discuss future work for Rel-4 and Rel-5.

Discussion of WG4 and WG5 splitting responsibilities (51.010, 11.10...)

Mr Gonorovsky explained that the split of 51.010 and 11.10 between both groups is not easy. A proposed split is in Tdoc G4-010596/G5-010103. The document was discussed and revised during the meeting and it was finally agreed as G5-010129. The following comments and changes were made:

In the document, 51.010-3 is marked as WG5, but there are some test for Cell Selection/Reselection that must be considered as WG4. The meeting agreed with this.

Speech transcoding functions relates to test the speech coded functionality and normally this is made by manufacturer declaration. This clause was assigned to WG4.

It was agreed to move 41.1 and 51.1 to WG4 since it was considered more convenient for delegates to work on it.

Handover shall be split between WG4 (taking care of radio conditions, time reaction) and WG5 (taking care of signalling). At least this is the situation for CS. We will decide for PS when appropriate. Mr John (Motorola) noted that at the moment we only have higher layer handover tests.

-
Where shall section 40 and 50 be considered? They are mainly related to Signalling. It was noted that the difference between sections 40 and 50 are mainly in MAC/RLC parameters and that section 50 will refer to section 40 for the common part. It was agreed that section 50 will belong to WG4.

This document will be included in a PRD common for both groups.

G4-010595/G5-010102: Discussion paper regarding MS features that are not tested in 51.010

Mr Gonorovsky presented this document containing a list of items in which we should work in the future. He asked delegates to consider this document within their companies and consider in which areas they can work. Everyone is welcome to add any feature to this list; they should contact Mr Ronbeck. The document was noted.

Existing and new WI (Work-Plan ?)

Mr Gonorovsky explained that a WI for Intersytem handover was approved at the last GERAN, this is included in G4-010625/G5-010128. He explained that TTCN is also needed for these test cases but funding is needed for them.

Mr Hu explained that HO from UTRAN to GERAN is under T1 responsibility. Under T1 there is a funded MCC task that is developing test cases in TTCN. System manufacturers are already developing the interface for the system simulators, therefore it makes sense that the same interface is used for the GERAN to UTRAN test cases. Thus, it is necessary to ask for funding or voluntary contributions to write the necessary test cases. A first estimation based on the current test cases in 51.010 and future plans is 10 mm (5mm for CS HO G>U and other 5 mm for PS HO G>U). It was clarified that this will only include the air interface test cases.

Mr Hu explained that until now the funding is divided between the different 3GPP partners (ETSI, ARIB, etc). Mr Ronbeck noted that this approach is different to the way work is done normally - 4 supporting companies that will contribute to the work.

It was clarified that the test cases from HO UTRAN to GERAN are under development at the moment. It is planned to finish them by the end of this year or beginning of next year. The development of these test cases is already funded.

Mr Gonorovsky noted that there are many work items for which we have not started the testing and that shall be considered by the delegates. The reference to these work items can be found in the general work plan (G4-010608/G5-010115) and in the GERAN work plan (G4-010609/G5-010116). R&S proposed this CR to solve an error in the implementation of a previously agreed CR. It was noted that the current version and the releases affected are wrong. The CR was revised in G5-010139 and agreed.

G5-010042: CR to 51.010-1 on clauses 31.8.3.1, 31.8.3.2.2, 31.8.4.1, 31.8.4.2.2 and 31.11 – Call Restriction (Call Barring) Activation/Deactivation

Nokia proposed to update these test cases so that the request of manually entering of the password is not requested after the MS has sent the REGISTER message.
Anite has some problems with this CR. These TCs describe the way of entering the MMI command to do SS procedures. There are 2 ways to do it: to use the ones specified in a spec in 02.30 or to use the manufacturer defined MMI. Mr Beard (Anite) thinks that this is not clearly stated in the test due to the removal of steps 8 and 20.

A revised CR was later proposed in G5-010140 and agreed.

Anite proposes several corrections to this test case. It was noted that the attach type shall allow both types. The document was revised in G5-010154 and agreed.

G5-010126: CR to 51.010-1 clause 44.2.1.2.8 and 44.2.3.2.7

Ericsson proposed several corrections to this test case. It was clarified that every time an ATTACH REJECT is received, the MS may initiate a Location Update Procedure. The meeting agreed to include the Location Update Procedure depending on the cause value. At the end, the document was withdrawn and the relevant changes were included in G5-010153 and G5-010154.
G5-010039: CR to 51.010-1 on  Sec 44.2.2.1.2 - Unwanted step in Test procedure

Sasken proposed a change that it is also included in G5-010084. The document was withdrawn.

G5-010084: CR to 51.010-1 clause 44.2.2.1.2: Correction of Expected Sequence

Anite proposed to fix some errors in the test procedure and test step references in the expected sequence. The CR was agreed.

R&S proposed to specify the sequence in the right format. The CR was agreed.

R&S proposed to delete the checking of the P-TMSI-1 signature in step 21. It was noted that these changes are already included in G5-010085, therefore the document was withdrawn.

Anite proposed several changes to the expected sequence. The CR was agreed.

G5-010065: CR to 51.010-1 on Sec 44.2.3.1.3 Routing area updating / rejected / MS identity cannot be derived by the network

R&S proposed to rework the expected sequence regarding paging procedure as agreed in previous meetings. The CR was agreed.
G5-010091: CR. to 51.010-1 clause 44.2.3.1.3

Anite proposed to correct the wrong name of messages in the expected sequence. The CR was agreed.

G5-010092: CR. to 51.010-1 clause 44.2.3.1.4

Anite proposed several corrections to the expected sequence. The CR was agreed
G5-010094: CR. to 51.010-1 clause 44.2.3.1.6

Anite proposed several changes to the expected sequence. The CR was agreed
G5-010095: CR. to 51.010-1 clause 44.2.3.1.7

Anite proposed changes to the initial conditions and to the expected sequence. The CR was agreed.

G5-010096: CR. to 51.010-1 clause 44.2.3.1.8

Anite proposed to correct the wrong name of messages. The CR was agreed.

G5-010135: CR to 51.010-1 on 44.2.3.2.2 - Circuit switch call handover not indicated in test description.

Panasonic proposed to include the RR Handover procedure during CS connection in the expected sequence. R&S noted that step 7 is not well specified; it should say 'Activate cell B with the same signal strength'. Anite noted that the term DCH is wrong; it should be DCCH. The CR was revised in G5-010157 and agreed.
G5-010066: CR to 51.010-1 on Sec 44.2.3.2.3 Combined routing area updating / RA only accepted

R&S proposed several changes. Anite noted that in step 4 of procedure 1 the MS is assigned a TMSI, but in step 7 the TMSI status is 'not valid TMSI available' what is wrong. There were also some problems in Procedure 1. The document was withdrawn.

Panasonic and R&S proposed to add condition that tests are not performed on MS’s HPLMN, to change the conformance requirement according to the core specifications, to specify the MNC of Cell B (missing previously) and to add MM Location Update Procedure for non-auto attach Mode B MSs.

Anite noted that in Routing area identity step 20 shall allow two attach types; this will be done in another CR from Siemens. Additionally, in procedure 1 step 21 the right Routing area identity has not been assigned. The CR was revised in G5-010158 and agreed.

G5-010098: CR to 51.010-1 clause 44.2.3.2.6: Various Corrections

Anite proposed several changes to the test procedures and expected sequences. It was noted that the two attach types are not included but this will be done by other CR from Siemens. The CR was agreed.

G5-010069: CR to 51.010-1 on Sec 44.2.3.2.7 Combined routing area updating / abnormal cases / attempt counter check / procedure timeout

R&S proposed to change the initial conditions to allow the MS to attach with IMSI in step 3. The CR was withdrawn since it is included in G5-010099.
G5-010099: CR to 51.010-1 clause 44.2.3.2.7: Various Corrections 

Anite proposed the same change as in G5-010069 plus some additional changes. The CR was agreed.

G5-010124: CR  to 51.010-1 clause 44.2.3.3.3 - Periodic routing area updating / no cell available / network mode I

Ericsson proposed to correct the attach type in step 18. The CR was agreed.

G5-010070: CR to 51.010-1 on Sec 44.2.5.1.2 Authentication rejected

R&S proposed to correct the instruction in step 15. The CR was agreed.

7Layers made some comments on this test case that are not related to the CR:

it is not possible to activate the timer T3312 with that expected sequence. This cannot be set in the initial conditions because the MS is switched OFF/ON during the test, what will delete the timer and it will use the default one (54 minutes).

the second conformance requirement is not checked.

The meeting agreed with these problems and they will be discussed off-line. A CR will be proposed at the next meeting if needed.

Anite explained that this test case may not be applicable to MS where it is not possible to configure the minimum quality of service. It was noted that the applicability was not correctly expressed and shall be more specific. The CR was revised to G5-010159, containing only changes to 51.010-2 to state that the MS shall be able to adjust its minimum QoS setting to those offered by the network. The CR was agreed.

It was noted that applicability statements shall only be included in 51.010-2 and not be duplicated in 51.010-1.

Anite proposed this CR because Step 2 of the expected sequence of Case 2 of this test case refers to only 2 of the 4 causes in the conformance requirement. The CR was agreed.

R&S proposed the same changes as before. The CR was withdrawn.

R&S proposed to add the PICS Network initiated PDP Context activation2 and to delete PDP address IE from Request PDP Context Activation Reject. Nokia noted that in Case 2, two additional causes for rejection are missing in step 4. The document was revised in G5-010160 and agreed.

G5-010074: CR to 51.010-1 on Sec 45.5.1 Error cases

R&S proposed to add the missing PICS/PIXIT and to correct the message contents for step 15. The CR was withdrawn since all the changes were included in G5-010155.

G5-010075: CR to 51.010-1 on Sec  46.1.2.2.2.2 Busy condition at the peer, with RR sent for resumption of transmission

R&S proposed to add the related PICS/PIXIT and to correct the value of N(R).

It was agreed that PICS related to the applicability shall not be included in the section 'Related PICS/PIXIT' of 51.010-1.

The CR was revised in G5-010161 to delete the addition of related PICS/PIXIT. Alcatel noted that if N(R) is set to 0 the first frame is not acknowledge. It is necessary to delete that comment. The document was revised again in G5-010166 and finally agreed.

G5-010155: CR to 51.010-1; Correction to section 45.5.1 Error cases

Nokia presented the document. R&S confirmed that the changes of G5-010074 are included. The CR was agreed.

R&S thinks that if the test is checking that the MS has a valid IMSI, this has to be stated in the initial conditions. Also it was noted that the lines related to timer measurements in the expected sequence were not in the right order. The CR was revised in G5-010164 and agreed.

Ericsson and Qualcomm will identify to which group corresponds every test case. A common work plan is felt needed until the test case responsibility is needed.

Nokia does not see the need for performance test for A-GPS since these are GPS measurements which are out of the scope of GSM standards. Qualcomm said that some of the tests are related to assisted GPS that is related to GSM. Cingular thinks that EOTD shall be given the highest priority, Ericsson agreed with this.

It was proposed to refine the content of this document in the WG4 reflector. The result will be presented at the Cancun meeting.

The document was noted.

G5-010004: Discussion paper on Missing text to Baseline

Qualcomm explained that this document is commenting on a Nokia document that was presented at the last meeting. Qualcomm asked for clarification on the status of this document. Nokia explained that this was a document for information to the WG4 LCS group, it is not the intention to include this in any specification. The baseline is the LCS core specifications.
Taking this clarification into account, the following documents G5-010004, G5-010005, G5-010035 and G5-010105 were noted.

G5-010046: CR to 51.010-1 on clause 70.3 LCS Network Induced E-OTD test cases for emergency calls

Ericsson proposed a new test case for the LCS clause.

The general comment is that references shall be made consistent. They should be done to the first valid core specification.

Qualcomm agreed in principle with the contribution but do not agree with the maximum time for testing and will like to have a section for test results. The convenor explained that for signalling tests normally the test sequence is enough.
