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3GPP TSG-GERAN WG4 met in Cancun, Mexico from November 27th to 29th 2001.  In the process of the review of GPRS test specifications, questions came out on how many packet access attempts a mobile is allowed to make.

In 04.60 6.13.0 section 7.1.3.2.1 (also sections 7.1.2.3 & 7.1.4, ), it is stated "The mobile station shall then reinitiate the packet access procedure unless it has already been repeated 4 times." But in section 8.1.2.5.1, it is stated "the mobile station shall reinitiate the access unless it has already been attempted 4times".

The above two statements seem to cause ambiguity about the number of times packet access is to be attempted by the mobile. The statement in section 7 can be interpreted as either the mobile shall make a total of 4 or 5 attempts.

GERAN WG4 would like GERAN WG2 to clarify how many packet access attempts are allowed. 
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
