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Questions on cell change hysteresis att cell change between GPRS cells and non GPRS cells

1 Introduction

The scenario described in this document exists in a real network. The owner of the network needs to know which is the expected behavior of the mobile station in the described situations.  

2 Scenarios  

Assume the following network configuration:

· Within one Location Area, two adjacent cells exist – one of the cells supports GPRS – the other cell does not support GPRS. 

Traffic case 1:

A mobile station is in idle mode and is camping in the cell that does not support GPRS. The mobile station is moving to the cell that supports GPRS. 

Question 1: 

Is the mobile station expected to take hysteresis into account at cell re-selection? 

Traffic case 2:

A GPRS Attached mobile station is in (packet) idle mode and is camping in the cell that supports GPRS. The mobile station is moving to the cell that does not support GPRS. 

Question 2: 

Is the mobile station expected to take hysteresis into account at cell reselection? 
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
