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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank SA4 for the liaison statement. With respect to the Maximum and Minimum IP Packet Size, for Rel. 4 and Rel. 5, SA2 provides the following answer: 

SA2 considered a maximum SDU size and specified it in 23.107, section 6.5.1, Table 4.  It applies not only to the streaming QoS class, but it is also applicable to the remaining three classes.  The maximum SDU size indicated is1502 octets if PDP type = PPP, otherwise the maximum SDU size is 1500 octets. 

SA2 specified a maximum value for the SDU size applicable to the UE-GGSN plane.  However, SA2 did not feel convenient to specify a minimum, because a minimum value depended on CN or RAN requirements with possibility of segmentation.  However, it should be noted that when fragmentation schemes are used, although necessary, overhead will increase.
