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1. Overall Description:

TSG GERAN WG2 thanks RAN2 for the work already undertaken on the definition of common UTRAN/GERAN requirements for MBMS.  GERAN2 would like to offer the comments in the attached “Draft CR to TR 25.992” for consideration in the ongoing definition of the TR.  

Proposed changes to the TR are shown with change marks, text within a < Note: ……> structure is for information/explanation in this LS only and is not proposed to be included in the TR.

TSG GERAN WG2 hopes that these considerations are useful in stabilising the MBMS requirements.

It is also noted that a bearer service is bi-directional while MBMS services are essentially unidirectional.  It is therefore not clear how the existing bearer concept shall apply to MBMS services. TSG GERAN kindly requests SA1 to provide feedback on this matter.

TSG GERAN would kindly request TSG RAN2 to keep TSG GERAN WG2 informed via LSs of any work completed on the UTRAN/GERAN requirements.
