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1. Overall Description:

The PTCRB would like to thank GERAN TSG WG4 and WG5 for their LS regarding Handling of R99 GPRS Conformance testing.

At PTCRB Meeting #31 on 12 February, the question of testing R99 terminals within the PTCRB scheme was discussed.  The final recommendation of the PTCRB operators follows:

a) As GERAN WG4 and WG5 has documented, some existing R97 test cases may cause a compliant R99 GPRS MS to unfairly fail.  Such a failure may be a result of the test case itself, or may be due to implementation errors on individual test platforms.

b) Although a process for identifying non-compliant test cases has begun in GERAN, the lead time associated with the many steps necessary to bring validated R99 test cases to PVG labs may be rather long, during which no formal conformance testing of R99 GPRS devices can take place.

c) Unlike the GCF which requires that all test cases be in Category A prior to execution against a device in its declared release, the PTCRB scheme provides a special Category E (evaluation) for instances where unvalidated test cases exist or tests are recently validated and require further evaluation prior to formal inclusion into Category A

d) Because of the desire among PTCRB operators to test R99 GPRS devices prior to the delivery of validated R99 test cases, the operators have determined that PVG labs will test R99 GPRS devices against existing R97 test cases under PTCRB Category E.

e) This unique categorization of all R97 GPRS test cases as Category E will only apply to an R99 GPRS and/or EGPRS device.  All R97 or R98 GPRS devices will be tested according to the current categories defined in NAPRD.03, Annex H4.

f) As R99 GPRS test cases are validated and made available to PVG labs, they will be added to NAPRD.03, Annex H4 by means of the existing PTCRB test case approval process.

g) Failures of Category E test cases for an R99 device will not count against certification.

h) The PTCRB operators believe that this approach will provide important insight into the performance of R99 GPRS devices in advance of validated R99 test cases.
