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Abstract of the new Test Cases:

News tests are added, in order to cover GPRS and conventional GPS scenarios:
1. Network Induced Location Request Emergency Call on an SDCCH for mobiles supporting Conventional GPS
2. Network Induced Location Request Emergency Call on TCH Radio Channel for Mobiles Supporting Conventional GPS
3. Acknowledged mode / Downlink TBF / I_LEVEL measurement report
Justification:

1&2: Field operational scenarios in LCS are currently not tested: the existing test cases only cover the Assisted GPS and not the conventional GPS part of LCS.
3: Field operational scenarios in GPRS are currently not tested: the existing test cases only cover the signal strength (C value) and signal quality (RXQUAL). However, more and more networks use CS-4 and the core specifications allow the MS to send a meaningless RXQUAL when CS4 is used (if CS4 is used, the MS is allowed to report RXQUAL = 7). Then, more robust measurements need to be reported and tested, such as I_level.
