	The interruption time for GSM to UTRAN handover is measured considering the moment that the MS starts transmission in the new cell. As explained in GP-032187, after the MS has acquired downlink synchronisation to the target cell (including scrambling code acquisition, when this is not available), before it can start transmitting in the new cell, it may have to wait a further Fmax·10 ms may elapse, where Fmax denotes the maximum number of radio frames within the transmission time intervals of all transport channels that are multiplexed into the same CCTrCH (which, in realistic scenarios, could be 40 ms, which is the value generally used for dedicated control channels, but in the worst case it could be 80 ms). This is because of the constraints given in subclause 4.3.2.3 of TS 25.214 and subclause 4.2.14 of TS 25.212 in case of FDD cells, and in subclause 4.2.13 of TS 25.222 in case of TDD cells.

Also, the clause contains a note specifiying that the MS shall keep the timings of the neighbour BTS's that it is monitoring to an accuracy of ± 1 symbol periods. This requirement cannot be fulfilled for UTRAN cells. However, with the current text, it looks like it may apply to UTRAN cells too.
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	The text in subclause 6.10 is modified; a different definition for the phrase “ready to transmit with x ms” is given for the case of inter-RAT handover.

Also, it is clarified that the note concerning the accuracy of the timings of the neighbour BTSs applies only to GSM cells and not to UTRAN cells.
