Support of CFCH in MBMS for Release 6

Motivation:

MBMS is seen as the major feature in Release 6. This is true for UMTS as for GERAN. If GERAN fails to achieve a level of specification which is a conclusive set of functionality for Release 6, the commercial introduction may be delayed also to the disadvantage of UMTS. The proposed decisions shall not prevent any further enhancement of the MBMS functionality in Release 7.
The GERAN air interface requires some specific solutions and agreements. For instance at GERAN #17 it was agreed that we base our concept on existing channel coding schemes. Similar decisions are needed for other GERAN specific aspects.

In the view of Siemens and TIM it is necessary to have a positive decision on the Common Feedback Channel (CFCH) in GERAN #18.
In previous Meetings the subject has been presented and discussed by various input documents. [GP-032604] Also in this meeting [GP-040301] a detailed technical document is available. In the view of the supporting companies, a prolonged discussion phase will not improve the concept significantly in performance or functionality. Therefore the following decision is recommended:

Proposed Decision:

For the introduction of MBMS in GERAN Release 6, a CFCH is introduced, working on a RLC block base, sending one NACK per unsuccessful received RLC block. The support of this CFCH function is mandatory for the terminal, in cases this function is required by the network. The network support is an optional feature.
This decision shall be captured in the MBMS Stage 2 specification.
