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	As an exception to the GSM-to-GSM handovers, the Cipher Mode Setting IE in the Handover Command in the case of UMTS-to-GSM and CDMA2000-to-GSM handovers was made mandatory in R99 (GP-000738 and GP-000739).  While this is captured in the text of TS4.18 and TS44.018, the corresponding description of the Cipher Mode Setting IE in 9.1.15.10 does not reflect the change.
This ambiguity has already led to interoperability issues between manufacturers having different understanding/interpretation. This should be corrected so that all manufacturers have the same implementation and that 3G to 2G Handover work properly irrespective of the manufacturer association.
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	Sub-clause 9.1.15.10 is modified to describe the mandatory requirement for the Cipher Mode Setting IE for the case of a UMTS-to-GSM and CDMA2000-to-GSM handover.

Cipher Mode Setting

If this information element is omitted, the mode of ciphering is not changed after the mobile station has switched to the assigned channel.
In the case of inter-RAT or inter-mode handover to GERAN A/Gb mode, the HANDOVER COMMAND message shall always contain the cipher mode setting IE (see sub-clause 3.4.4.1).
Only applicable for mobile stations supporting VGCS talking:

The cipher mode setting IE shall not be included if a HANDOVER COMMAND message is sent on a VGCS channel or in a HANDOVER COMMAND message on a dedicated channel for a handover to a VGCS channel.
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
