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Dear Colleagues,

Please find enclosed material received from CEPT-ECC PT SE21, concerning the review of 

CEPT/ERC Recommendation 74-01 on unwanted emissions (Sesimbra 2002).

Document SE21(04)13 especially addresses Annex 2 of the Recommendation and the limits for unwanted emissions in the spurious domain for advanced mobile technologies.  This document was discussed during the 27th meeting of ERM-RM (30 March – 2 April 2004), and it was agreed to circulate it with an explanatory cover letter.

In the meantime, CEPT-ECC PT SE21 also has had a meeting, and has sent two more documents on the same topic to ERM-RM :
· doc. SE21(04)34 rev 1 (re: Proposed Draft Revisions to Annex 3 “SPACE SERVICE SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS” and Annex 8 “AGREEMENTS FOR ETSI STANDARDS OUTSIDE THE SCOPE OF THIS RECOMMENDATION”); 

· and doc. SE21(04)38-with requests highlighted (re: an explanation of the proposed changes in Annexes 3 and 8, with CEPT-ECC PT SE21 requests highlighted by ERM-RM).
As a result, please find enclosed these three documents (within the zip-file RM27(04)BR11r1).  ERM-RM would like to call the attention of TC SES and ERM-TG32 to Annex 8, which currently includes ETSI standards from these groups.

CEPT-ECC PT SE 21 would especially like to receive any comments on:

· whether the limits for unwanted emission in the spurious domain can be met by the advanced mobile technology (e.g. UMTS, Hiperlan2, etc.) standardised by ETSI;
· the proposed modifications to Annexes 3 & 8;

· information on possible improvements of the Annexes 3 and 8;  in particular, ETSI standards to be added to Annex 8.  

May I also draw your attention to comments made during the corresponding discussions in the ERM-RM meeting #27 :

1. A number of new applications (e.g. UWB) may require that definitions for unwanted emissions be revised, therefore there is a need for inputs relating to these new applications;

2. Traditionally, the limits for unwanted emissions in Europe are more stringent than in other regions, while at the same time there is an attempt to generate global standards (e.g. within ERM-TG 17).

Please acknowledge receipt of this LS and indicate the time frame in which you may be in a position to reply to ERM RM (this could help in the case where a consolidated reply from ETSI is necessary).

The next meetings of CEPT-ECC PT SE21 are scheduled for: 17-18 May 2004 & 7-8 September 2004. 

ERM RM plans to handle inputs on this subject electronically and initiate approval by correspondence.  If necessary, inputs will be reviewed during ERM RM meeting #28 (to be held in the week beginning 30 August 2004).
