RR and Packet Resource Reallocation – Abnormal cases – Re-establishment of packet resources on the new allocation failing

1. Introduction

This contribution discusses open issues related to DTM mode.
The issue is signalling related.

It is assumed that the MS is already in DTM mode of operation and that it has received a DTM ASSIGNMENT COMMAND message.

2. Discussion

Current Requirements:
R1: 3GPP TS 44.018 Release 6 version 6.7.0 section 3.4.23.2.3 “Abnormal case”:

Extract from the specification:

“If there is an error in the re-establishment of packet resources on the new allocation or if the DTM assignment command message addresses more TBFs than the MS currently has been allocated, the mobile station shall abort the establishment, release all ongoing TBFs and return to dedicated mode.”
Issue:  
It is not clear whether the MS should return to dedicated mode on the old CS channel or on the new CS channel indicated in the DTM ASSIGNMENT COMMAND message.

Proposal:

Clarify Release 6 of 44.018: if there is an error in the re-establishment of the packet resources after a DTM ASSIGNMENT COMMAND message but the CS resources have been successfully allocated, the MS should return to dedicated mode in the new CS channel.
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
