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1. Overall Description:

TSG GERAN is in the process of introducing Downlink Advanced Receiver Performance (DARP) RF performance requirements in 45.005 (Rel-6), and has identified a number of benefits with allowing the MS to indicate to the network whether or not it supports DARP. The inclusion of a DARP indicator in the CM3 and RAC of 24.008 (Rel-6) would therefore be desirable.

It is likely a number of phases of DARP will be introduced in future releases, however, rather than introduce a separate indicator as each DARP phase is introduced, it is proposed to introduce a field allowing a number of DARP phases, with the requirement that a higher code point shall indicate at least the same or better performance than a lower code point. This is to enable a legacy network of an earlier release (e.g. Rel-6) to derive a minimum performance of an MS that supports a DARP phase introduced in a later release (e.g. Rel-7).

TSG GERAN understands that the space available in the CM3 is limited and that a solution to this problem would be needed soon (e.g. message segmentation). As a consequence, a compromise is proposed that would minimise the number of bits needed for the initial phases of DARP while allowing the option to expand the field for the time when the problem of CM3 size has been solved and more DARP phases are required.

The proposal is to include a 2 bit field which may at a future date contain a code point that would indicate an extension of a further number of bits.

To enable the early availability of DARP, it is the intention of TSG GERAN to allow an MS conforming to R99 and beyond to comply with DARP RF performance requirements and support the above mentioned indicator, in a manner similar to what was done for release independent frequency bands (see 3GPP TS 25.307).
