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Background:

During testing of GERAN terminals supporting USIM it has become apparent that some of the current conformance test cases in the SIM area, defined in TS 51.010-1, may result in an undefined situation for a SIM/USIM terminal compared to a terminal supporting SIM only.

One example of an undefined situation for terminals supporting SIM/USIM is that at card activation it may first try to detect presence for an USIM application and only if this is not found it will look for a SIM application. This may lead to a different behaviour compared to a SIM only terminal, as seen from the simulator side based on and compliant to current version of 51.010-1.

For discussion:

As a consequence of the above a discussion, and possible decisions on points listed below, is suggested:

1. In general it needs to be clarified how to handle a SIM/USIM capable GERAN terminal from a testing point of view. In principle all test cases in TS51.010 may be affected since non-SIM tests could be executed with either a SIM or a USIM. The same issue applies to the signalling test of the UTRAN where a SIM can be used. However, this would seem to be an issue for TSG GERAN WG3 to clarify.

2. From T3 point of view it is necessary to clarify how SIM/USIM capable GERAN terminal is treated in TS 51.010-1 s27 related test cases, in particular the following should be considered:

· Do the test cases, as specified currently, take such allowed behaviour into consideration?

· If ‘NO’ to the above question, then:

i. Do core specifications and/or TR 31.900 need to be adjusted?

ii. Should there be a separate set of test cases, where applicable?

iii. Should there be a separate test specification containing these "special" test cases or does another test specification like TS 102230 apply?
