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Overall Description:

3GPP TSG GERAN WG3 would like to inform the PTCRB that it has been working on the alignment of the RFTs with 3GPP TS 51.010 and successfully fulfilled a number of such tasks.

At the same time, working on the alignment the RFT002 with 51.010 the GERAN WG3 has identified the following: 

 According to the "Test requirements" defined in the RFT 002 test cases (document PVG-03) the GSM terminal shall decide whether a Location Updating shall be performed under consideration of the '0'/'F' rule of the third MNC digit. However, there is no base within core specification (from PTCRB, PVG or 3GPP) which clearly defines the required "Conformance Requirements" in order to align the RFT 002 test cases with 3GPP TS51.010-1. 

Neither 3GPP TS 24.008 Annex M (Additional Requirements for backward  compatibility with PCS 1900 for NA revision 0 ME) nor 3GPP TS 23.122 Annex A (HPLMN Matching Criteria) defines the terminal's behaviour regarding the 3rd MNC value ‘0’/’F’ within the SIM's elementary files EFLOCI,  EFPLMNsel, EFFPLMN, EFPLMNwAcT, EFOPLMNwAcT and EFHPLMNwAcT), and both specifications define only the interpretation of the 3rd MNC value ‘0’/’F’ within the IMSI (EFIMSI).

Conclusion

Based on 3GPP TSG GERAN WG3 investigation, we believe that RFT002 could not be aligned with 3GPP core specification and therefore kindly recommends PTCRB to remove RFT002.
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
