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1. Overall Description:
GERAN WG2 has discussed the additional principles of the NAS handling for the PS HO and agreed the following principles:

-
only the XID Reset and IOV-UI parameters are included in the XiD Command sent in the PS HO command to the MS.

-
before any UL or DL data transmission is resumed in the target cell, the reset of all LLC and SNDCP entities is performed; after the reset the uncompressed data transmission may immediately be resumed using the default XID configurations for LLC and SNDCP. 

-
the default configuration may then be changed by legacy LLC XID negotiation without interrupting the already resumed uncompressed data transmission. In order to enable this, the restrictions in 3GPP TS44.065 regarding data transfer during the negotiation of compression entities need to be addressed.

-
optionally the new SGSN may decide to reuse the XID configuration used in the source SGSN. This needs to be indicated to the MS in the PS HO command. The MS will in this case first reset the LLC and SNDCP entities and then immediately initialize them with the old XID configuration before resuming the user data transmission.

-
as there is no LLC or SNDCP specific XID parameters (beside the XID Reset and IOV-UI parameters) in the XiD Command sent in the PS HO command, there is no more need for the additional PS Handover BSS PFC Status Report - PS Handover BSS PFC Status Report Acknowledge message exchange (i.e. the allocation of CN information by the new SGSN is independent of the radio resources allocated by the target BSS).

To summarize the following NAS information will be included in the PS HO command sent to the MS: 

-
XiD Command containing only XID Reset and IOV-UI parameter

the indication whether to maintain the old XID configuration

-
the NSAPI-SAPI-PFI correlations in the Iu to Gb PS handover scenario 

-
the Ciphering Algorithm to be used (if different from what has been used in the source cell).
