	The requirement of a mobile station being able to respond to a PACKET POLLING REQUEST message is not explicitly mentioned in conjunction with MBMS. As the MBMS broadcast/multicast receive mode is part of the Packet idle mode, it is better to explictly mention other requirements and behaviour such that requirements are known and interoperability ensured, and not to rely on implicit requirements. There is a requirement that timing advance procedures are necessary for the mobile station to be able to respond on the feedback request. If the network does not have a correct TA value the network sends a PACKET POLLING REQUEST on the PACCH to the mobile station. The mobile station then responds to this message giving the network the possibility to calculate the TA value.The poll message can also be used for other purposes. One example is the case when a network wants to assess if there are mobiles stations listening on the MBMS channel and the feedback is not used or number of mobile stations exceeds the MS_ID limit.It is assumed that counting has been applied in this case. Thus, the PACKET POLLING REQUEST would also enable a simple feedback possibility in addition to the required timing advance. The ability to poll may then be used as one of the means to assess if there are still mobile stations listening to the MBMS session to ensure best usage of radio resources.  
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	The mobile stations is required to receive and respond to a PACKET POLLING REQUEST message as defined in TS 44.060. The mobile station shall also be able to receive a PACKET POWER CONTROL/TIMING ADVANCE.

	The need of the PACKET POLLING REQUEST message in MBMS is not explictly stated in requirements and this may create interoperability problems and MBMS services may not work as expected.

Mobile Station tasks

When in broadcast/multicast receive mode, the requirements for monitoring the received signal level of neighbouring cells shall be the same as those for packet idle mode (see 3GPP TS 45.008 [9]). For the reconfirmation of the BSIC of neighbouring cells, however, the requirements for packet transfer mode shall apply (see 3GPP TS 45.008 [9]).

If the PBCCH is not present in the serving cell, a mobile station in broadcast/multicast receive mode shall not attempt to decode the BCCH data block that contains the parameters affecting cell reselection for non-serving cells that have been provided by the System Information (see 3GPP TS 45.008 [9]). Instead, this information shall be provided by the serving cell either on BCCH or on PACCH.

The behaviour of the MS which does not receive in time or does not receive at all this information is defined in 3GPP TS 43.022 [10].

Mobile stations in broadcast/multicast receive mode shall obey the intra-RAT and inter-RAT cell reselection algorithms defined for the GMM Ready state (see3GPP TS 45.008).
A mobile station in broadcast/multicast receive mode shall be able to respond to a PACKET POLLING REQUEST message as defined in 3GPP TS 44.060 when addressed with its TLLI. It shall also be able to receive a PACKET POWER CONTROL/TIMING ADVANCE message and act accordingly (see 3GPP TS 44.060).
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
