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We identified problems with SMS test cases 34.2.9.1 and 34.2.9.2. This test case got some release dependencies in conformance requirement, test procedure and expected sequence (optional CP-ACK for Release 4 and later).

For GPRS, EGPRS and AMR test cases extra PICS are available in 51.010-2:

(Table A.1b: MS Feature Release Supported) 

- Release of GPRS supported

- Release of AMR supported

- Release of EGPRS supported

But there is none for release dependant SMS handling or for other non GPRS/EGPRS/AMR features.

How can we determine in such test cases that the MS is R99 or older / Release 4 or later?
1.) Do we have to introduce new PICS in 51.010-2 for handling such dependencies?
e.g.:

- Release of SMS implementation

- Release of <feature xyz> implementation

2.) Is it possible to declare MS as R99, Release 4, Release 5, etc. compliant without relation to a 
specific feature? 
If so, a generic R99, Release 4, Release 5 PICS declaration could be introduced.

3.) In case of SMS is there any capability element in Classmark or somewhere else which 

indicates the SMS release level and could be evaluated it in the initial signalling procedure of the test case?
4.) Is it worth at all to test the release dependant behaviour in those SMS test cases?
We could remove the checks for the CP-ACK requirement in the expected sequence.

5.) Other solutions?
Please tell us your opinion in which direction we should go.
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
